FOUND ALONG

ESPEE TRACKS

BOLD BURGLARS BUSTED MOVING
BOX CARS AND SCATTERED

PLUNDER ALONG RIGHT OF WAY
A BOY FRUSTRATES PLANS.

TUCSON, April 1. Southern Pacific
detectives arc seoking tho perpetrators
of one of the most daring box car rob-

beries known .in many months. It is
believed that tho robbery was thc work
of an organized band of box car rob-

bers.
Forty sacks of sugar, each weighing

100 pounds, were discovered Saturday
scattered along tho track between Tuc-

son aud I'arvo, which is a siding about
four miles cast of this city.

It is believed that an organized gang
of thieves had planned the robbery and
had partially carried it to completion,
but their plunder was discovered be-

fore they could carry it away after it
had been thrown out of the car in which
it was being hauled.

Thc discovery of the backs was mado
by bovcral small boys who were walking
along the Southern Pacific right of way
on Saturday. Ono of tho boys brought
homo a quantity of tho sugar and upon
being asked where ho obtained it, stated
that he had secured thc sugar out of
a sack lying along the railroad right of
way. He informed his parents that ho
had seen a number of sacks of the
sugar lying along tho railroad track.

The officials of tho railroad were im-

mediately notified and on investigation
they discovered forty big sacks of sugar
which had been thrown from a box cnr.
The sacks had boon taken about 100
feet from the railroad track, so that
they would Aiot bo noticed when the
trains passed along.
