On Wednesday the 14th inst. a despatch from Lord John
Russell to Sydenham was sent down to the House of Assem-
bly; it possesses considerable importance trom the views and
purposes which it developes on the part of the Home Gov-
ernment with reference to the preservation of the Canadian
Provinces. It states that in any measures that may be adopt-
ed it must be taken for granted that her Majesty persists in the
determination to maintain at ull hazards her Royal authority
in Canada. At the same time her advisers are not insensible
to the difficulties of carrying this purpose into execution. ‘A
Province bordered by an open frontier of more than a thousand
miles—approached with ease at all times by the citizens of a
neighboring and powerful State, scparated from England not
only by the ocean, but by the rigours of elimate and season,
must be maintained by a judi-ious preparation for defence 1n
time of peace, and a vigorous exertion of the resources of the
empire 1n time of war, or not at all.” The debt ofzhe Prov
ence is stated at £1,500,000 above what can be raised in Can-
ida, including the sum required to complete the public works
necessary for the free passage between the Western frontier of
the Province, the St. Lawrence and the Sea.
