embly of the State of Lor.siana, two-

rd% of all members elected to each house
concurring, That an amendment to the Con-

etitution of the State of Louisiana be sub-
itted to the quasliied electors of the State
for their appru•al or rejection as required
by Article .{1" of the Lnstitution of the
state of 1.oulsia3n at the Congressional
eleotion to be held on the first Tuesday next
following the tirst Monday of November,
1910. as follows:

The World's Panama Exposition Company
having been organised as a corporation by
set before 'Percy Summer Benedict, Notary
Publi, on the 18th day of the month of
April.

)ars shall have been ,cl,'-eted and paid into
the Treasury of the State of Louisiana.

The tax thus levied shall be assessed and
eellected without e~sts or commissions in
the varius parishes throughout the State

and paid to the State Treasurer in the same
manner as other State taxes are assessed,
eollected andil 1oaid in.

The tax herein levied is additional to all

other taxes now authorized by the Con-
stitution.

The money realized from the collection

of taxes herein provided for shall remain in
the State Tlreasury as other State funds un-

til it is finally drcided by the Sixts first

SSilty ge,ond Congress of the United

lates that an exposition for the purposes
herein set forth will he held at or near
the City if New Orleans. When this fact
Is thus definitely deteirmined, then the money
from the eclle-tiron of this tax shall he paid

atl by the State Treasurer upon the warrant
of the Wrld's PnmlMn Elxposition (iom-

peny, approved by the Governor, Treasurer

and Auudlt-r .f the State, or any two of

tlem for the pulrpoe iof seurinc a site and

for the eot struction., equipment and maln-
taining of the expostion.

The Word's Panama Exposition Company
shall, on comand,. render account to the
Governor. 'I"i -. urer and Auditor of the
State for all money reeived by it from
the State Treasurer.

If upon the collection of the last year's
ltase more than Four Million ($4,000,000)
Dollars shall have been raised. or if after
collecting a portion of the taxes herein pro-
vided for It shall have been determined
that no exposition will be held at or near
the City of New Orleans in celebration of
the opening of the Panama Canal, then what-
ever money is collected. In excess of the

uear Million ($4,000,000) Dollars as above
provided, or whatever money is collected and
ald Into the Treasury before it is definitely

determined that no exposition shall be held,
thereupon all of said money shall be returned to
the various parishes, and the Parish of Orleans,
.t proportn to the amount contributed by

seek The funds thus received by the var-
ues parishes of the State, tncluding all funds
aeeruing to said parishes under the pro-
ritloms of the charter of the World's Pan5aa Exposition Company, shall be used ex-
elusivel by said parishes for the building
of good roads.

This amendment to the Constitution shall
prevail over all other provisions of the Con-
stltution of the State of Louaisana. which
may, directly or indirectly, conflict here-
with, and shall be deemed to be self-execut-
lag and to confer directly the authority

herein granted, without an enabling act of the
Lelslature.

Section 2. Be it further resolved, etc..
That the offielal ballot to be used at the
mid election shal' have printed thereon the
words,:

"For the proposed amendment to the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana.
levying a tax is aid of the exposition
celebrating the opelnlng of the Panama
Canal,"

and the words:
"Against the proposed amendment

to the Constitution of the State of
Louisianas levying a tax in aid of the
exposition relebrating the opening of
the Panama Canal."

and each elector shall indicate, as provid-
ed in the t;eneral Election 1.aws of the
State. whether he votes fier or against the
proposed amendment.

Artiole 1 . Representation L the House
of Representatives shall be equal and uni-
formi, and shall be based upon population.
Each parish and each ward of the city of
New Orleans . shall have at least one repre-
se.tative. At itC tirt regular osibson after
eah IUnited States census of 1910. and at
its first re-ular session after each United
States cens*u tl.ereafter, the General Assem-
bly -hall and it is hereby directed to re-
apporit: rl the representation among the ser-
eral p.trish.s and representative districts on
a basis if the total population shown by
such constus. A representative number shall
be fixed, and each parish and representative
district shall have as many representatives
as nrch representative number is contained
In the total number of tl.e inhabitants ofsuch parish or representative district, as
shown by the last preceding United States
census,. and 'one additional representative
for it., ry fraction exceedinrg ie half the
repre. ::ttive number. The nunmber of rep-
resentantves shall not be more than one hun-
dred and twenty (1201 nor less than ninety-
eight 9'4). provided that when a new pa•-
ish or rarishes is or are created. aC author-
ized lby this Constitution,. and the maximum
number if representatives have heen preed-
ously apsportioned t other parishoes then
that such new pariah or Tiarishes shall be
assigned a represetntative each in addition to
the maxinmum one huncdred and twenty fixed
herein. andti t that extent the maximum
shall he Increased un'tl the next apportion-
went if representatives is made by the (Gen-
eral Assembly. at which time the maximum
of one hundred and twenty shall be reetred.
That if there is more than one represents
tire in a parish from which the larger per-
tion of the territory is taken for the pur-
pose of cresatng a new parish. one of such
representatives may be apportioned to the
new parish in the same act which creates
the parish That any act passed he the Gen
eral Assembly of the State of Louiiiana at
its sesion in 1910, eresting a new parish
or parishes and assiening a repreentative
to each. is hereby ratified and eonsrmed.

Section 2. Be it further resolved. ete..
that the official ballot to be used at said
election shall have printed thereon the
words: "For the propoxsid amendment to Ar-
ticle 1R of the Constitution if the State of

A JOINT RESOLUTION

Proposing an amendment to the Constitution
of the State of Louisiana. creating and
establishng the office of Assistant Attor-
ney (Leneral of Lot.isiana: providing for
the atlpuuntment of Aniastant Attorneys
General; prescribing therr quhlificationa.
powers and dusnts, and fixing their sala-

Section 1. Se it resolved by the General
Assembly of .ae State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of the members elected to each House
coteu rring therein, 'I hat the following amend-
mint to the Constitution of the State of
iI,,uistana be submitted to the electors of the
State. In accordance with the requirements
of the Constitution and the laws of this
State, at the next election for Representsa-
tives in Congress. to be holden in Novem-
ber. 1910. to-wit: There shall be two Assist-
ant Attorneys General for the State. who
shall be appointed by the Attorney General.
and be removable at his will.

They shall have the same qualifications
as the Attorney General.

They shall take charge of and attend to
all such legal matters as the State may be
interested in. or be a party to. and shall
prosecute and defend all suits wherein the
State may be a party or may have an inter-
est, when thereto assigned by the Attorney
General. and shall generally do, perform and
diec'harge all such other duties as may be
assigned to them by the Attorney General;
and they shall represent him and act for
him and in his stead whenever he may be
absent from the State, or be temporarily die-
abled. from any cause, from acting himself
in any matter: and they shall discharge
gsuh ither duties as may be imposed, and
exercise such other powers as may be con-
ferred byv law on the Attorney General.
They shall receive the following salaries,
payable monthly on their own warrants. to-
wit: One of them shall receive and be paid
the snti of Four Thousand Dollars ($4.000),.
and the other shall receive the sum of Three
Thotuand Five Hundred Dollars ($3.500).

Se,,ti,.i' 2. Be it further resolved. That
if adloptel at said election in November.
1910, this amendment shall go into effec
and be operative on and after the Arst day
of Jannuary. 1911.

Proposing an amendment to Article 219 of
the Constitution of the State of Louiai-
ana.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each
Ilouse concurring, That an amendment to the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana be
submitted to the qualified electors of the
State for their approval or rejection, as
required by Article 321 of the Constitution,
at the Congressional election to be held on
the first Tuesday next follownig the first
Monday in November. 1910, amending and
re-enacting Article 229 of the Constitution
of the State of Louisiana, so as to read as
follows:

Article 229. The General Assembly may
levy a license atx, and in such case shall
graduate the amount of such tax to be col-
lected from the person pursuing the several
trades, professions, vocations and ealling*.
All persons. associations of persons and cor-
porations pursuing any trade, profession, bus-
Iness or calling may be rendered liable to
such tax, except clerks, laborers. elergymen.
school teachers, those engaged in mechanical,
agricultural and horticultural pursuits, and
manufacturers other than those of distilled
alcoholic or malt liquors, tobacco, eigare and
cotton seed oil.

Those engaged in the business of severing
natural resources, as timber and minerals.,
from the soil or water, whether they there-
after convert them by manufacturing or not,
may also he rendered liable to a license tax,
but in this case the amount to be collected
may either be graduated or fixed according
to the quantity or value of the product at
the place where it is severed.

No prolitical corporation shall impose a
ireater license tax than is imposed by the
General Assemnly for the State purposes.
This reetriction shall not apply to dealers
in distilled, alcoholic or malt liquors. The
G,.i-eral .Asetemlily shall have authirity to pro-
vide that muni'iptlities levyinvI license tares

r•lual in amount to those levied by police
juries for parochinal purposco shall be ex-
eumnted from the payment of such parochial
licenses.

AN ACT
Submitting to the people of the State of Lou-

isiana, at the congressional election to be
held in Novebmer, 1910. an amendment to the
constitution exempting from taxation for
fifteen years from the date of full cash
payment of their capital stock dostestic
steamship companies engaged in foreign
commerce, and fixing the conditions of such
eaemption.

Whereas, the Oity of New Orleans is the
natural gateway of the Mississippi Valley
through which should pass the commerce
of that greatest and most virile section
of this republic; and

Whereas, the completion of the Panama
Canal will give an enormous stimulus to
trade and commerce between the Missis-
sippi Valley and Orient and the west coast
of South America and of our own country;
and

Whereas the people of the Mississippi
Valley and of the whole South must be
prepared to take immediate advantage of
this new channel of trade, lest the vast
field which it opens be taken possesion of
by the maritime rivals of this country;
and

Whereat, great steamship companies
domiciled In New Orleans are the only
and the absolutely necessary means
whereby trade and commerce between the
Mississippi Valey and the countries bor-
dering on the Pacific Ocean may be pro-
moted and conserved for onr own country;
and

Whereas, the State proposes to tax her-
self to promote a great world's exposition
at New Orleans to celebrate the completion
of the Panama Canal, and it is the State's
duty to encourage and promote the organ-
ization of such great steamship companies
in aid and in furtherance of this project.
Set"lion 1. Be it enacted by the General

Assembly of the State of Louisiana, two-
thirds of all the members elected to each
branch thereof concurring, that at the cong-
ressional election to be held in this State on
Tuesday, November 8, 1910, the following
amendment to the Constitution shall be sub-
mitted to the electors of the State. to-wit:

"Steamship companies organised as here-
inafter set forth, together with their capital
s:v ck and all their property, corporeal and
incorporeai, shall be exempt from all taxes
and licenses, state, Parish. Levee and Muni-
cial,. ,oth general and special, exclusive of
wharfage. shed or levee dues, for fifteen
years fr-mn the date of filing with the Secre-
ta vy of State pro,)f that their authorized
capital st-ck has been paid in full in cash.

No such steamship company shall have the
benefit of this constitutional provision except
upon the foliowing conditions:

First-That such company shall have been
organized and the whole of its authorized
capital stock paid in cash within two years
from January 1, 1911.

Second-That such company shall be domi-
ciled in the City of New Orleans, or in some
other port of this State.

Third-That such company shall have a
capital stock of at least three million dollars,
payable only in eash.

Fourth-That it shall be provided Is the
charter dl the company that no corporation,
or frm or individual shall own or control
either directly or indirectly, more than one-
twentieth of the capital stock of the com-
pany: and that all peollag agreements and
voting trusts between the stockholders to
control the corporation shall be absolutely
null and void and no stock held in any such
pool or voting trust shall ever be voted at
any corporate election or meeting.

fifth-That the capital stock of each er.
any lall be o •e to public subscriptionCy public advelasement in New Orleans

newspapers for at least three months before
the books are closed, and if over-subscribed
shall be apportioned among the subscribers.

Sixth-That all vessels operated by said
company shall be common carriers on every
voyage unless the whole capacity of the ship
shall be chartered for a particular voyage,
for a particular purpose.

It shall be lawful for companies 'eo organl-
sed in addition to the powers now provided
by the laws of the State to incorporate into
their charters all or any of the following
powers:

First-To build, charter or purchase ves-
sels.

Second-To insure goods, wares and mer-
ehandise carried in their own bottoms against
fire and perils of the sea.

Third-To build, own, rent and operate
shipyards, docks, piers wharves and ware-
houses for the transaction of their business.

Fourth-To trade with foreign countries,
including the foreign possessions of the
United States, by exporting cargo carried
thereto in their own vesaels, and to import
from foreign countries, includint the foreign
possessnions of the United States, in their
own vessels cargo for sale or exchange in
the United Statec. but no ship of such a
company shall be laden with the company's
own cargo to the exclusion of cargo offered
for such voyarge by the general public, and
such cargo offered by the general public
shall have preference on all voyages for
which it is offered.

Fifth-To authorize corporations, foretign
and domestic. to sub'cribe to and own shares
of their capitol stock, not however in excess
of the limitation above provided.

No leased property or chartered ship shall
be within the exemption herein granted. nor
shall vessels of such corporations operated
in the coasting trade of the United States.
or operated between ports of the United
8tates, other than Louisiana ports, and
foreign countries, not including the foreign
possessions of the United Rtates, be within
the exemption herein granted. One such
voyage it any year shall subject the vessel
making the veroage to taxation for that year.

The proof above required to be Sled with
the Secretary of State that the authorized
capital stock bhas been paid in cash shall be
the Joint affidavit of the president and see-
retary of the comnpany to that effect, accom-
panied by a verified trihl balance of the
company'i books.

Each of said corporations shall poesess
the power of eminent domain for the purpose
of acnirlng land on which to erect a plant
to build and repair vessels.

From and after the time the tax herein
levied becomes operative, it shall be the daty
of the Treasurer immediately after the annual
listing and valuation of the property in the
City of New Orleans, to fi the rate of taxa-
tion to be imposed upon said roperty for
that year sufficient to pay the interest
on said bonded debt and the fraction of the
principal due that year or the fraction
the principal to constitute a sinking fua
for the retiring of said bonds. Upon asse-
taining said amount, he shall direct the as-
sessor or Board of Assessors or such other
authority charged with like duty of Citl
of New Orleans, or Parish of Orleans, to
extend upon the assessment rolls such rate
of taxation as will yield an amount sullcieat
to pay said Interest and fraction of prin-
cipal as aforesaid; provided that said tan
shall not exceed one and one-half (1%) mills
for any one year.
