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JUSTICE LAND.

Some time ago the (azette had oc-
ca.ion to endorse the candidacy of Judge
Alfred I). Land to succeed himself as As-
sociate Justice uf the Supreme Court and
to express the hope that he would re-
ceive the practically unanimous vote of
this parish. Since that time Judge Wat-
kins of Bienville parish has announced
his candidacy for the place in opposition
to Judge Land, and we now renew the
expresion of our hope and expectancy
that the vAte of Tensas will i' cast for
the latter. In so doing we in no way
reflect upon Judge Watkins, who was
at one time a member of the Court of
Appeals for this Circuit, and who is a
lawyer of ability and a man and citi-

ean of high character. We place our
advocacy of Judge Land upon the ground
that he is a tried and experienced Judge
who has a record of achievement on the
Supreme Bench which entitle him to a
continuance in office. We believe that
occupants of the higher judicial offices
should be retained in offitce so long as
they are worthy and thai frequent changes
in that character of office are bad for the
public service. Jndge Land is able; he is
faithful; he is experienced. He should
succeed himself.

PRESIDENT OF THE LEVEE BOARD

No office in the Fifth levee District is
of more importance to the people than
that of the President of the Levee Board
now ably tilled by J. T. McClellan, of
Madison parish, and it is to he hoped
that Governor Hall will not fail to reap-
point Mr. McClellan when he conies to
appoint the new Levee Board.

Experience is probably the greatest
factor needed in levee work and experi-
ence can only be gained by long service.
During his long service as member and
President of the Board, Mr. McClellan
has gained that experience with levee
construction and the physical condition
of our long lines which is possessed by
no other man in the District and for this
reason no other man is qualified to take
his place.

Added to the qualification above ex-
pressed Mr. McClellan is a man of fine
intelligence and good judgment and it
goes without saying of the highest per-
sonal character. He has served us faith-
fully and arduously. It would be a ca-
lamity to lose him.

He left Mrs. Van
Hoose and daughter, Miss Almeda, in
Michigan, and they will be joined next
week by Miss Anna Maude Van Hoose,
of the faculty of the State Normal, the
summer term of which has just closed.
