FR over fty veers there bas been a steady
hunt carried on by professional men

and stock raisers for a reliable remedy for
hog cholera. Investigation and experiment
have taken a wide range and are still in pro-
gress. While many remedies have been in-
troduced and declared to be effective and
cures by these have been reported from time
to time, the fact remains that when a hog de-
velops a well defined case of cholera no rem-
edy has yet been discovered that will restore
him to health. Quarantinlag deceased hogs,
destroying those that have gone beyond the
point where recuvery may be looked for with
some degree of ,oofidence and thorough dis-
ltuection of the premises as well as all ex-
posed and decea.sed bogs, are the measures
.nost teueraly relied upon by both profes-
-:onsl and pract.cal men to rid herds of the

I have been waseing the resalts of anoth-
er method of combating the disease which so -

far gives promise of furnishing a remedy for
hogs s•lering from cholera. TWa method Is
to sarack the enemay from the rear, by suing
iljeetiens. It is a woo known faet that is this
disens the tntestines are more anvelved thea
the stemacbh. and wUle medicles admials-
tered in the usual way may learthe stomash
of germeof the disease, they do set apple
to have ma.h, if any, elect aupe the lates-
aes., sad the s amal dies.

The
method of treating the diseased hogs as
follows:

Take a common wooden bucket,. bore a
hole In the bottom large enough to admit a I

quarter-lbah rubber hose. Get a hooe of that
descriptlona and rua one ed through the
hole and secure it In such a manner that It I
will not pull out or obstruct the hole. This
hone should be eight to ten feet in length, so
as to insure a strong pressure when the
beeket is hung up on a wall or post. The
higher the bucket is suspended the great-
er the pressure. The solution of seso-
lium is thea put into the bucket-it must be i
warm-the beletet hung up, the free end of I
the hose being tied with a string to prevent
leaking. The hog to be treated is then
brought within range and the end of the hose
waorked as far as posslble into the rectum, I
the string untied and the intestines flushed
out with the solution. When it i slapparent j
that as much of the solution as required has
been injected, the hose should be withdrawn
and the solution iallowed to escape. The
amount will vary according to the else of the
hog, but it will run from a pint to a quart.
Enough of the' solution will remain in the in-
testlnee to destroy all the germs of the dis-
ease and stop the inflammation which has
been set up. Generally a single treatment
will be all that is required. In addition to
this treatment a tablespoontful of full strength
senollumn should be given the hog each morn-
:ng in a bucket of slop. The enemy is thus
being attacked in both front and rear, and
so far, tests have been made with eminent
success. The hogs in the herd that have not
been attacked should be given the same dose I
of senollum In their slop for three mornings
as a preventive meanare, and all the herd
dipped or sprayed with a a per cent solution
of zenollum-one part senolium to thirty parts
of water. This will destroy any germs on
their bodies and prevent re-infection. If the
herd can then be changed to new quarters
the result will be more certain.

This treatmeat is not patented and the coat
is very light per head. The samneolium ena e
had of any druggist, and only a small quan-
tity is necessary to tet its emcacy. It should
be given a trial by everyone whose hogs are
attacked by cholera or swine plague.-Amer-
ican Swineberd.
