Nature had endowed hint
with a keen and c.mprehensive intellect
which had lbaen expanded and broadened
by a liberal education. As a counsellor,
lite was safe and sound; a: an advocate,
adroit and versatile, forceful and pleasing.
To Ilis brother at the Bar, Ihe was court-
cone, affable and trite; to his clients, zeal-
onus, earnest and faithful. In private life,
he was a dutiful and affectionate son, a
loving lather and husband and brother;
a true friend. Generous to a fault, the
broad mantle of his charity embraced all
sorts and conditions of men ; knew no dif-
ference of creed-no rich, no poor. Of
handsome permsn and pleasing address,
the chalrm of his beautiful nature glowed
with a steady flame, which warmed all
who came into oyntact with him and
blessed ihis family ahtd friends.

:ary says the Governor is speaking
with a "cocksureness born of utter
ignorance of the subject." since

"The Governor," r ys the Gazette
"took occasion to annoonee that the
levee districts below New Orleans are
without funds and ceasequently they
would not benefit by the passage of
the Ransdell hill, beOasse the meas-

,riation called for in it shall be con-
itioned on the contribution by the
,ctl authorities of an amount equal
, one-third of the ,um expended
y the (Government. It is possible
,at the Governor Is ignorant of the

oct that the levee districts possess
he taxing power and also, under

legislative authority, of issuing
,onds; and does bdmean to say that

the districts below the ity have ex-
hausted their power to raise money
by tleep. ieth h~f jas he for-
4.otten tlat the of seven-
teen-twentieths of a mill devoted
to levees produces annually some
i500,000, which would form part of
the contribution of Louisiana to
levee building under the Ranedell
bill."

The Gazette might have added if
the Governor's statement of the in -
:ability of the levee districts to con-
tribute the one-third provided by
lanedell hill was true, then Louis-
iana could also never hope to profit
a cent by the Newlands bill.

Much of the temporary sentiment
at this end of the State in favor of
the Newlands bill has vanished. It
was chiefly created by the deception
that the hill would give the lower
river $100,000,000 "free gratis for
nothing " But ever since Senator
Ranedell pointed out that the New-
lands bill embraced the identical
nrovision for self-help found in the
Ransdell bill and that Louisiana
could not expect to dip her hand
into the Federal treasury unnles she
was trilling at the same time to open
her-own burse, the Newlands advo-
cates have been dwindling in num-
ber.

Louisiana wants to see the Fed- a
eral Government take control of the
levees. But we doubt if she ever
hoped .to unload hes whole levee
burden on its shoulders.

Whethbr it is the Ranadell bill or
the Newlands bill that is adopted
she will have to share the cost of'
immunity from river peril; and she
will do it willingly in the belief that
the investment will pay her many
times over.
