Public notice is hereby given, That Or-
dinance No. 8, relative to dogs and pro-
hibiting their running at large within the
corporate limits of the Town of St. Jo-
seph, will be rigidly enforced from and
after, May 15th, and all dogs found run-
ning at large on the public streets of the
town without tags will be killed. Tags
can be obtained of me at the following
prices: males, $1.00, females, $2.00.

Attention is especially called to Section
. of said Ordinance, which provides that
all female dogs found running at large
while in heat, whether with or without
tags, shall be killed and the owner fined
or imprisoned.

Notice is also given to all owners of
horses and mules that Ordinance No. 3,
prohibiting their running at large within
the corporate limits of the town, will be
rigidly enforced from and after May 15th
All horses and mules found running loose
in the Town of St. Joseph after May 15
will he impounded, and the cost to owners
to recover sach animals will be One Dol-
lar per head for penalty and 25 cents per
day for care and keep of same.
