The Federal Departivent of Ag- |
has issued o bulletin on |
the progress and effect of eattle tick |
eradication in the Sonth that de-!
serves widg reading in  Louisiana |

The department’s
campaign against tick fever is now |
seven years old. During that timci
198,802 gquare miles of territory |
have been freed from the tick—|
more than one-fourth of the area
originally  infected.
