which he announces that he will
pay a bounty of two cents on each
and every rat caught in the town
of St. Joseph and brought to his
office during the prevalence of bu-
honic plague in New Orleans. - See
his letter:
KILL TIlE RATI AND WHILE YOU

ARE KILLING THEM ALSO KILL
MOSQUITOES AND CLEAN YOUR
PREMISES.

St. Joseph, l.a., July 21, 1914.
Owing to the existence of Buoonic

Plague in New Orleans it is the duty of
every one to take precaution to prevent
its spread. This horrible disease is caused
by the flea that has been infected by by
biting a rat that has the disease. It is
pomsible for an infected rat to reach any

j patrt of the United States by boat or train
so we do not know when the disease
might make its appearance among ns.

Trap, kill, or poison the rat. As town
Health O er, I will pay two ce•ts for
evary dead rat killed in town. Every-
body get busy, boys especially. See that

,your yards are clean and well drained,
tanms, cisterns and water barrels oiled
or screened. Don't wait for the inspector
to come around. Let's get together and
make St. Joseph rat, fly, mosquito and
dirt and disease proof. As your Health
Officer, I am at your service,

S Willis Franklin Bonney, the subject of
this sketch, was born in Fast Feliciana
parish, La., July 2nd, 1865, and was the
fifth child of Benjamin Franklin Bon-
h ney and Sarah Moore. He diedl uly 7th,

-ings. No luxurious edifice sheltered him,

e no lavish feasts graced the board, but
he responded to parental guidance with
obedeineec and love, and the daily com-
llllnioin ofa this household was one of

f peace and conitent. Hei enjoyed the cher-
t ished inlltience,1 of a C'hristian father, and

the excellent example of a sainted moth-
er, whose sad denmise was the first rift in
this devoted family.

r her great interpretation of motherhood,
has been an inspiration throughout these
years.
In 1889 Willis imigrated to Pueblo,

Colorado, where he has sines resided,e married and made for himself a place in

the social and business world;-now a
vacancy, which cannot be filled.

IHis life was like a closed book,-ratter
ait hunan epic. Of attractive exterior, but
It, the few who real therein, it revealed
a wide fund o,f informlation, a revelation
of principle, and a Ilot where love, jus-
tice, and unfaltering devotion to his home
circle were delicately interwoven. His
pathway was straight. No deviation from
the instruction of his childhood,-a-ndr tho' le was not spared suffering, he

marched bravely up to the very bulwarksr of Death, cheered those around him, sent

messages to the absent ones, and even
then-did not go down to defeat-but
like a soldier of the Cross, bore his ban-
ner to the summit,-and so-passed into
Victory. %

He has left a devoted wife to treasure
his loving care, and a manly son to bear
his unsullied name to posterity. A heirit-
age to be cherished, an inspiration to be
coveted, and an influence which is un-
dying.

He has passed from us as a living per-I sonage, but his genial manner, faithful

friendship, and family devotion has
reared a monument in loving hearts more
lasting than towering shaft or carved
tmarble.
