WORK FOR FARM EFFICIENCY

There ls No Excuse for Farmer Not
Taking Annual Inventory to Find
Just Where He Stands.

The two greatest problems in the
farming business today are to elimi-

te the leaks or spurces of loss and
iﬂllpou of the fa®m products to the

t advantage. WYile an intricate
8, item of cost accounts would show
up the leaks such a system neverthe-
less im not feasible for the average
farmer because he has neither the
time nor the inclination for work of
this sort. However, there I8 no ex-
cuse for any farmer not taking at least
an annual inventory, writes Stanley F.
Morse, in Denver Field and Farm. A
comparison of one year with that ta-
ken the next, If properly dome, will
show whether the farm is making or
loslng money from year to year and
thus give an approximate Idea of
whether the ranch is paying or not

If th'e farmer then becomes more In-
terested and wishes to leamn more
about his farm operations, a cash ac-
count may be instituted. The next
step beyond this f& the detailed cash
account and daily work report. In the
former the charges are segregated ac-
cording to the varivus departments
for which the money is spent, while
the daily work report gives the
amount of time spent upon the various
departments of the place. This gives
the data for keeping an account with
each of the farm departments.

The amount of time required for this
sort of work is appoximately as fol-
lows: Taking inventory not over one
day; keeping cash account less than
five minutes a day; keeping detalled
cash account, daily work report and

| department cost accounts not over ten
| minutes a day. At the outside, then,

it would take 3,600 minutes a year or
gixty houre, worth not more than
twenty cents an hour or §12 dollars
worth of the farmer’s time to discover
perhaps that on one department alone

| he was losfng $25 or even $50. Would

it pay? As for the marketing, I do not
need to say that co-operation is the
remedy. .

Here In Arizona we are organizing
local assoclations and a state organl
gation with the object of working to-
gether to solve all these problems. In
fact it seems probable to me that co-
operation aléo may be made to solve
the question of farm efficlency by com-
bining several farmers, throwing their
tracts into one large business enter-
prise which can be much more eco-
nomically and efficlently managed
than a number of small farm units.
We enthusiasts believe that the time
{s just arriving when the farmer will
come Into his own and work in as
business-like a way as any other in-
dustry s conducted One of the
greatest powers in tus campaign for
farm efficlency {8 the agricultural

presa.

CO-OPERATE ON SOLID BASIS

After Overcoming Many Difficulties
Missouri and lllinols Farmers Per-
fect Business Assoclation.

Organized farmers in the vicinity of
St. Louis, Mo., after long and patient
efforts, have succeeded in establish-
| ing, on a solid basis, a co-operative
| business association that seems des-
| tined to fill a long felt want. Several
| years ago, a number of leading work-
| ers of the farmers’ organization in St.
Louls county began to agitate a plan
to establish in the city a co-operative
business exchange for the purpose of
obtaining ready sale for the products
of the farm, direct (or as nearly s0
as poesible) to the consumer and akso
to purchase farm supplles direct from
factory or wholesaler, and at reason-
ably low prices, by dispensing with
the services and tolls of unnecessary
middlemen.

The promoters of this enterprire
worked long and diligently, In the face
of numerous difficulties, hindrancer
and discouragements, writes W.-D
Crews of Jackson county, Illinoie
Their Intention was to lay their foun-
dation broad and deep, so that farm-
ers, both near and far, could have the
assurance of a reliable firm to whom
they could ship thelr surplus products,
and from whom they ecould obtain
their home supplies, with the assur
ance that their products would find a
ready market at favorable prices, and
at small expense, and also that their
purchased supplies would reach them
promptly, as directly as possible, and
at reasonable cost.

The difficulties and discouragements
that confront an attempt to establish
an enterprise of this nature, of, by
and for farmers, proved, in this case,
to be unusually great and numerous.
But persistent, well directed effort in
a good cause usually wins, sooner or
later. And these patient, indefatiga-

rejoice in the establishment of their
cherished business enterprise, under
the name of the Farmers' Co-Opera-
tive Exchange. This Is regularly In-
corporated under the laws of Mis-
souri, has a charter from the secre-
tary of state and is now doing busl-
ness according to state laws. It 1s
backed and raged by the St
Louils county organization of farm-
ers, and its president and manager Is
a solid farmer, who has for years
been president of the farmers' organ-
ization of that county. i
This firm is engaged in receiving
shipments direct from farmers of
the farmers’ organization in Missourl,
Mlinols, and from all members of any
other states who may find it to their
advantage to deal with this concern,
furnishing home supplies to these
members. They are prepared to han-
dle poultry, eggs, fruits, truck, grain
and other farm products, to dispose
of same promptly and advantageous-
1y, and to ill erders for groceries and
other supplies needed on the farm, on
short notice, and at reasonable prices.
The fact that the great organiza-
tion of farmers, of which those of 8t.
Louls county form a very small pro-
portional part, extends not only into
Missourl and Tllinols, but over =
great many other states, furnishes
almost unlimited opportunities for
this farmers’ co-operative exchange to

mendously great and useful to the
farmers of this country, on account
of the central location of the great
citv of SBt. Louls. and its immense
commercial advantages. And. jude-
ing from the latest advices from the
president and manager of the ex-
change, “the husiness is growing ev-
ery day,” and it would seem that the
hopes of those whose patient and per-
sistent efforts established the con-
cern are about to become a happy
reality.

This again emphasizes the fact that
it pays to take an Inventory of things
about you and to look ahead before
letting go of the farm on which you
have put your best efforts for many
years,

Cars In Mulch Plowing.

It is & wise farmer who can keep
the molsture in his soll during a dry
Beason. Thorough cultivation econ-
gerves the molsture. Cultivation after
a rain allows the surface water to sink
into the ground, where it Iz retained.
But don't run the cultivator teeth deep
when the ground is*hard and dry, as
this will expose the lower soll and al-
low the moisture to evaporate.

Must Be Kept Right,

A cow to do her best must have her
bodily condition kept right. She must
not be too poor, nor too fat, but in a
good. healthy working condition. The
cow's Individuality has to be taken Into
conslderation. If she grows poor by
feeding a so-called balanced ratlon,
then this ration is not a balance for
her, and more of the carbohydrates or
fat-making element should be fed.

PUT MUCH FAITH IN GARLIC

Bellef Among Physiclans That It s
Highly Efficacious in Tubsrcu-
lowis,

Physiclans on this side of the At-
lantic are experimenting with garile
as & possible cure for the dreaded tu-
berculosis,

A Dublin doctor has been working
on the theory for some years past
with considerable success and has
published a book upon it, and although
it is too soon yet to tell of resuits in
this country, it is being tried at the
Metropolitan hospital in New York.

It s said that there ia little tuber-
culosis in Italy, where garlic chewing
is a national habit, and that in this
country it is the Itallan children who
have given up chewing garlic who sue-
cumb to the “great white plague.”
Garlic contains a chemical substance
called allyl sulphide In the percent-
age of two drops to a teaspoonful of
julee, which is much stronger than
the amount of the same chemical
found in onions or shallots. It is this
drug which, it is claimed, destroys the
tubercular bacilli.

Garlic julce is sald to act very quick-
ly upon tuberculosis of the throat,
which heretofore has been almost im-
possible to treat, and application of
the julce to lupus (tuberculoais of the
skin) has excellent results unless the
disease is of long standing.
