Uverpool.-The "better dead," or
extteme school of eugenists has been
sharply attacked at a national "we-
fare of lnacy" meeting bhre by Dr.
C. W.i aleeby. a pupil of Franchs Gal
ton, ths founder of eugenics. While
heraMty dies bear on the pr•eo
ieme of health, vitality and longevity,
It is not, said the doctor, all esen-
tial and all important Environment
is quite as important. He accused
those of the "better dead" school of
blocking attempts to lmprov, the.eon-
ditions of human life on the ground
that such attempts interfered with
natural• soletion.

Cherry Jas mixed with an equal
proportion d G oesberry or currant
Juice makes a delicious Jelly. sting
cupful for cuptul of sugar and the
mixed juice. 1 errsnt and straw*-
berry jelly allow ee pint of currants
to two of strawberries. Heat both
fruits together snd proced as direct-
ed. Currants and rapberriee oo-
blned In equal proportions make a
wae Savored jelly. An excellent pess

jelly may be made by using equal
quantities of peachee and apple
When makingl plum elly cut the plums
In halves, ook until tender, then
strain. The fruit must not be over-

Crab Apple Jelly-Wash the apples.
cut out the blosom ands and stems
only, oover In the kettle wbth water.
Just cover well, boll until all In pieces.
strain over sniht, measure the Juice
and sugar evenly, boil thie j1ie 2o
minutes. put the sugar In the o 4o.,
heat. then add the heated aeEr Ead,
boil not more tbaq eight minutes.
Pine and never fanb. Wash a rome
geranium lest plce In ' th littom
of the glase. poor in the Jelly and del.
It will Impart a delicious and UPISd
Savor.

Take eual parts of apples. craber-
ries and evapoated apricots Soak
the apricots overnight, then cook all
together slowly with ust enough wa-
ter to cover. train and make Jell
Sas usual, one pound of sugar for every
pint of Juice. 'This makes a beastial
jelly, which cannot be distingashedI f#toa cb spple'.

Sour Apple Jdfe.-Do not peel. but
wash thoroughly and cat into quarters
or halves with the seeds and cores left
in. Cover with it and let come to

a bolL Strain the best part of the
Juice for Jelly. Add a little lemon
uice and peeling, t a roes geranilum

leaf. Excellent Jelly Is made of equal
parts of plums and apples.

SRhubarb Jelly.-Cut one large bunch
of rhubarb into Sa pieces without
peeling, add a large bchopped apple
with peel and seeds tIncluded. Cover
vith hot water and cook until done.
Mash. fine and stradn through a jelly
bag. To every cupful of Juice add
one cupful of hot granulated sugar.
Boil the Juice until It begins to Jell, or
about twenty-fve minutes.

Qulnee Jellye-- ol the parlag in
water to cover them until soft, then
drain, but don't squese. Add equal
parts of sugar, and boil until ready
to put into glasses, which will be in
about half a hdur. ,

Red Pepper #elly. - Remove the
seeds. Cook the peppers until tender.
Drain. and to each pint of liquid add
a pint of sugar. Cook like other Jelly.
Win beep splendidly.

MInt Jelly-To make mint Jelly. aO1
a handful of fresh mint leaves and
eight cupfutls o granulatded ar to
esight capfuls of appleJule, and boll
untll the taJueo eies, which wil be in
about teen minutes. Remove the I
mint stalks bore sealing.
