137 of the Acts of 1916 on this sub-
Ject matter is hereby approved for this
purpose."

The General Assembly may pro-
vide in all civil cas.es for the service
of process and pleadings by litigants
thenimselves.

Acts No. 142 and No. 143 of the Gen-
eral Assembly of 1916, on this subject
matter, shall go Into effect as statutes
of the State on July 1. 1917.

House Bill No. 252-Joint Resolution.

AN ACT

Proposing an amendment to Articles
225 and 226 of the Constitution rela-
tive to assessment and taxation.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the

General Assembly of the State of Lou-
isiana, two-thirds of all the members
elected to each House concurring.
That an amendment to Articles 225
and 226 of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana be submitted to the
qualified electors of the State for their
approval or rejection at the Congres-
sional election to be held on the first
Tuesday next following the first Mon-
day iq November. of 1916. said pro-
posed amendment to be as follows:

"Article 225. Taxation shall be
equal and uniform throughout the ter-
ritorial limits of the authority levying
the tax. and property shall be taxed
in a manner directed by law: provided
that the valuation of property for the
assessment of State taxes, levied by
the General Assembly and by this

Constitution. may be different from
the valuation fixed for all other pur-
poses: provided, further, the assess-
ment of all property shall never ex-
ceed the actual cash value thereof;
and provided, further, that the taxpay-
ers shall have the right of testing the
correctness of their assessments be-
fore the courts of justice.

"Article 226. There shall be and is
hereby created a Board of State Af-
fairs whose duty it shall be to assess,
for State purposes, all taxable prop-
erty throughout the State of Louis-
iana. It shall have such other author-
ity relative to State assessment, budg-
et. income and expenditure as may be
conferred upon it by the General As-
sembly. The board shall be composed
of three memlbers, who shall be ap-
pointed by the Governor for such
terms as may be fixed by the General
Assembly. The board shall enter upon
Its duties on January 1. 1917. The
G;eneral Assembly shall have full au-
thority to define the powers and du-
tie.s uf the board and to rix the sala-
ries of the mlembers thereof. Act No.
140. Qf the General Assembly for the
year 1916. on this subject matter, shall
go into effect as a statute of the State.
on the first day of January. 1917."

Section 1. Lie it resolved by the

General Assembly of the State of Lou-
isiana, two-thirds of all nembers
elected to each House concurring, that
the following amendment be submit-
ted to the electors of this State. for
their approval or rejection, at the elec-
tion to be held on the first Tuesday
after the first Monday in November.
1916.

Article 133. The Civil DIistrict Court
shall Ihave exclusive and general org-
inal probate Jurisdiction. and exclu-
sive original ilvll jurisdiction. In all
cases where the amount in dispute or
the funds to be distributed shall ex-
eced one hundred dollars. exclusive of
interest; and exclusive Jurisdiction in
suits by married women for separa-
tion of property. in suits for separa-
tion from hed and board. for dtaorce.
for nulli:y of marriage, or for inter-
diction. alid In suits involving title to
ittlnovable property, or to office or
other public position, or cilvil or polit-
o'at right-, and In all other cases, ex-
ept as her,,inafter provided, where no

spet i"c :ntmunt is in contest. and of
all pnoreedings for the appointment of
receivers or liquidators to corpora-
tions or partnerships. And said court
shall have authority to issue all such
writs. process and orders as may be
necessary or proper for the purpose of
the jurisdiction herein conferred upon
it. 'fhc Judges of said C'ourt en ltanc
shall have control o erm the Judicial
Expense Fund for the Paiish of Or-
leans. accruing and accrued, and to
this end shall fix and regulate, from
time to time. the number of deputiesand employees of the offices of the
Clerk of the C'ivil District Court, and
City Cou'ts. legister of Conveyances
and Recorder of Mortgages of said

Parish, and their expenses, and also
shall have power to fix the tariff ofcosts and charges to be paid for offi-

Section 1. Be it resolved, by the

General Assembly of the State of Lou-
isiana. two-thirds of the members
elected to each house concurring, That
at the general election to be held in
this State on the first Tuesday follow-
ing the first Monday in November,
1916, there shall be submitted to the
qualified electors of the State for their
approval or rejection, the following
amendment to the Constitution.
1. Ships and ocean-going tugs, tow-

boats and barges engaged in over-seas
trade and commerce, and domiciled in
a Louisiana port, shall be exempt from
all State, parish and muricipal taxa-
tion: provided, however, that this ex-
emption shall not apply to harbor,
wharf, shed and other port dues.

2. No ship, tug. tow-boat or barge
operated in the coasting trade of the
continental United States shall be
within the exemption herein granted.

Section 2. Be it further resolved,
etc..

JOINT RESOLUTION
Proposing an amendment to the Con-

stitution of 1913 by amending and
re-enacting Article 287 thereof.
Section 1. Be it resolved by the

General Assembly of the State of Lou-
isiana, two-thirds of all the mem-
bers elected to each House concurring,
That the following amendment to the
Constitution be submitted to the qual-
ified electors of the State for their
adoption or rejection at the Congres-
sional election to be held on the first
Tuesday after the first Monday in the
month of November, 1916. as follows:

Article 287 of the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana of 1913 is hereby
amended and re-enacted to read as
follows, to-wit:

Article 287. Until otherwise provid-
ed by law. the members of the Com-
mission shall each receive a salary of
three thousand dollars per annum.
payable monthly on his own warrant.
and their actual traveling expenses,
and those of their secretary; which
expenses and the salary of the secre-
tary shall be paid on the warrant of
the chairman of the Commission on a
sworn statement of their correctness.

Nothing herein shall prevent rail-
road, express. telegraph. telephone
and steamboat or other water
craft. or other companies, from
serving free of cost, or at re-
duced rate, the State or any city.
parish or town government, or any
charitable purpose, or the issuance or
exposition. or any destitute or Indl-
gent person, or the issuance of mile-
age or excursion tickets; nor to pre-
vent railroads, steamboats or other
water craft from giving free transpor-
tation to ministers of religion, or I8-
mates of hospitals, or to railroad offi-
cers. agents, employes, attorneys.
stockholders or directors, or to offi-
cers and employes of the departments
or institutions of this State, estab-
lished and created for the dissemina-
tion of knowledge relating to scien-
tific agriculture; provided, that said
officers and employes of agricultural
departments and institutions use such
free transportation solely in the dis-
charge of their official duties.

Section 2. Be it further resolved.

thereon the words. "For the proposed
amendment to the Constitution of the
State of Louisiana. amending and re-
enacting Article 287 thereof." and the
words, "Against the proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution of the State
of Louisiana amending and re-enact-
ing Article 287 thereof."
