Purchase and sale by the United
States sugar equalisation board both
of foreign and domestic sugar is a..
thorised by the bill, which would em.
power but not direct the president to
eoatite the board until Dec. 31, 1920,
if found necessary for the public
good, and to secure fair prices and
equal distribution. The bill specifit
eally provides, however, that produo-
ern. refiners and distributors of sugar
shall not be licensed, as has been the
practice under the Lever food control
act.

Under the bill the board's control
over domestic sugar would be limited
to Sept. 30, 1920, when the beet and
cane crops in this country come in.

The sugar situation was also dis
cussed in the House. Representative
Treadway, republican, of Massachu
setts, presented a resolution of the
Massachusetts Legislature urging
Congreps to place an embargo on
sugar exports, but Chairman Ford.
ney, of the House ways and means
committee declared at embargo would
violate as agreement made by the
sugar equalization board with Great
Britain and France.

"No sugar grown in this country is
exported," Mr. Fordney said, explain.
las that the Cubsan sugar was re-ex-
ported after being refined here.

Urging action by Congress directing
the sugar board to buy Cuban sugarnow, Mr. Fordney predicted that with-

out such legislation and governmentprice control the prices of sugar will

go to Sd or 30 cents a pound.

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STRIKE OF COAL
MINERS AT END

OFFER MADE BY PRESIDENT WIL

SON 18 ACCEPTED BY OFFI-
CIALS OF MINERS.

IT WAS ALMOST UNANIMOUS

Fourteen Per Cent Increase In Wages

and Commission to Inveestigate
Whole Questlen--Miner

Believe in Wilson.

Indianapolis, Ind.-The coal miners'
strike was ended when, with but one
dissenting vote, the general committee
of the United Mine Workers of Amer.
ice voited to accept Persident Wilson's
proposal for immediate return to work
at an increase of 14 per cent pending
final settlement of their wage contro-
versy with operators by a commission
to be appointed by him.

Telegrams were sent out to the 4,000
locals of the union by international
officials instructing the men to return
to work immediately.

Operators predicted full resumption
of operations Friday and shipment of
coal from the mines beginning Mon-
day morning.

Miners, operators and government
officials alike were highly gratified
over the settlement and all sides ap-
peared confident of a final satisfac-
tory settlement of the fight by the
commission.

The action ends a tieup of the coal
industry of more than five weeks' du-
ration and one which was more far-
reaching in its effects than any other
in the history of the country. As a
result of the strike, the country was
fast apprbaching a complete shutdown
of industr7.

The decision of the miners came
after many hours of debate, in which
the radical element in the general
committee made incendiary speeches
against operators and others inter-
ested in settlement of the strike and
for a time threatened to defeat ef
forts to settle the strike at this time.

The conservative element, led by
Actting President John L Lewis and
Secretary-Treasurer William Green,
gained control of the situation and
suceaeded fa putting down practically
all oposition by the time the question
came to a vote.

One concession was made to the
radicals. The convention agreed to
the calling of a general convention of
the miners at a future date, at which

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HAVOC IN SOUTH
CAUSED BY RAINS

STREET CAR SERVICE IN AT.
LANTA HALTED-MONTGOM-

ERY BADLY CRIPPLED.

1,000 REPORTED HOMELESS

Part of Power Plant at Tallassee, Ala.I

Wrecked-Trains Annulled and
Towns Isolated-Convicts

Endangered.

Memphis, Tenn--Torerntial rains in
various sections of the south btought
many rivers to the flood stage, caused
the loss of several lives and damaged
properly heavily.

More than 10 inches of rain in At-
lanta resulted in inundation of rail-
road tracks, the halting of street car
service on many lines and threatened
the city water works. The downfall
was the heaviest in 40 years. Three
persons were drowned near Atlanta
when Eutaw Creek, nominally a small
stream, undermined a bridge over
which an automobile was passing.

A thousand persons were homeless
and train service was indefinitely
suspended at Meridian, Miss., due to
the overflow of all streams south of
the city. One negro is reported to
have lost his life. The rainfall of 48
hours in the vicinity of Meridian to
taled 10.1 inches.

Street car service was interrupted
In Mobile by the inability of storm
sewers to convey the great volume of
the rainfall. Train service on the Mo-
bile & Ohio railroqd between Enter.
prise and Quitma, Miss., was inter-
rupted by washouts.

The hydroelectric plant of the
Montgomery Light and Power Com-
pany at Tallassee, Ala., was put out
of commission by a broken dam, lear-
la the city without lights or street
rar service. Heavy damage was re-
ported in the vicinity of Montgom-
ery, with railroad service impaired.

High water on the Chattahoochee
River near Columbus, Ga., is said to
have caused property damage, with a
continued rise of the river predicted.

A rainfall of 6.14 inches at Selma,
Ala., in 24 hours caused a rise of 8.7
feet in the Alabama river in 12 hours
-portions of the city being flooded.

Anxiety is felt for the convicts at
the Alabama prison farm, where the
Coosa river has reached flood stage.
A large part of the farm is reported
under eight feet of water.

PLANNED REVOLT
IN UNITED STATES

SENATOR FALL, CHAIRMAN COM.

MITTEE, MAKES CHARGES
AGAINST MEXICO.

CARRANZA KNEW OF PLOT

Plan Was to Start Revolution in This

Country, Establish Western Capi-
tal and Give Border States

to Mexico.

Washington.-Evidence that radicals
in Mexico, with the knowledge and
support of President Carranza, plotted
to instigate a revolution in the United
States and to seize the border states
acquired by the American government
in 1848 is contained in the memoran-
dum presented to President Wilson by
Senator Fall of New Mexico, chair-
man of the foreign relations subcom-
mittee investigating the Mexican sit-
uation.

Plans for the proposed revolution
were obtained by the subcommittee
from the minutes of a meeting last
Oct. 18 in Mexico City of Lodge 23, an
organization of extreme agitators and
members of the Industrial Workers of
the World. The Mexican president is
linked most directly with the plot
through correspondence, in which he
recommends three men for special
consideration because of their connec-
tion with the plan, which they ies!re
to put into practice in the s ate of
Texas. These men, the committee
states, have been identified as active
agents of Lodge 23.

The memorandum which contains an
abstract of the evidence collected by
the committee was delivered to the
president by Senator Fall and made
public later.

The notes of the Oct. 15 meeting of
the radical lodge declare "there ap-
peared three delegates, two America s
an'd one Mexican, who had arrived'
from the United States, and who
claimed that 'the society' would be:
able at the beginning of next Novem-
ber (that is, November, 1919). to call
a general strike of all miners and
metal workers in the United States;
that they have 3,000,000 adherents in
that country, where they will be able
to seize one western and two Atlantic
ports; that a large iumber of Amer-
ican soldiers were preparing to take
sides with them, and that they pro-
posed to establish a capital of a re-
formed government of the United
States in the state of Colorado; that
when such a revolution was success-
ul, the Mexicans rendering their as
sistance, the border states which were
acquired by the United States under
the treaty of 1848 would be returned
to Mexico."

The three men referred to are the
samq, the memorandum states, as
those mentionea by Carransa in let-
ters of which the committee has se-
caured photastatic copies. The first of
these letters, dated June 4, and ad-
dressed to Manuel Aguirre Berianga,
Mexican minister of gobernacion, says:

"Senor Lino Caballo, bearer of this
letter, is the person who, in company
wit ' two friends, will bring to you the
manifestos and the plan which they
desire to put into practice in the state
of Texas.

"This plan being very favorable for
Mexico, please aid them in every way
and give the neceusary instructions in
the frontier states. -

"I remain your affectionate friend,
"V. CARRANZA."

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TORN BY DISORDER
Little Montenegro a Land of

Eternal Strife.

Centuries-Old Customs of Feuds and
Vendettas Maintained - Republi-

cans and Monarchists Keep
the Country in Turmoil.

While the allied statesmen at Paris
deliberate on the fate of the na-
tions of Europe. Montenegro contin-
Ues its century-long customs of feude.
vendettas, shooting frays and inter-
nal strife, and seems outwardly to
give little attention to the fate re-
served for it by the great powers.

There is a semblance of a local gov-
eminent, but Serbia exercises a pre-
ponderating influence In the affairs of
the coluntry.

There is a faction of the people
which desires a return of King
Nicholas and the restoration of the
monarchy. There is constant strife
between the royalists and the repub-
lilcns, the disorders usually taking
the form of fatal shooting combats
in the mountains. Feeling runs high.

The republicans accuse the mon-
archists of hiring members of the
comitadje, desperate mountaineers
who respect neither law nor life, to
kill the leaders of their party.

These shooting and stabbing affairs
usually take place in sections where
the royalists are the strongest. The
casualties sometimes are serious. Not
a day goes by but the American doe
tors attached to the Red Cross mis-
sion at Cettinje, Podgoritza and Kol-
acin are not called up to treat victims
of these encounters. At Podgoritza
there have been as high as twenty
wounded natives at the Red Cross
hospital at one time.

There also are occasional border
fights between the Montenegrins and
the Italians and Albanians. The feel-
ing between these races is extremely
violent. When the Associated Press
correspondent was passing through
the small frontier town of Plavnitza.
at the head of Lake Soutari, there was
a massed company of 250 Montene-
grins preparing to attack an Italian
garrison on the opposite side of the
lake. Many of these Montenegrins.
who were poorly clothed anid
equipped, were mere boys of sixteen
and seventeen. Some of the older
soldiers had been to the United States
and boasted American citizenship. All
professed a desire to give up fighting
and return to America. The attack
on the Italians took place the next day
and many casualties on both sides are
reported.

Slightly smaller than the state of
Connecticut in area. Montenegro has
a population of less than a quarter of
a million. Even this small number
And it difficult to get enough out of
the soil to support life. The country
Is rocky, desolate and barren. It
might be called a huge pile of stones.
An American visitor remarked that its
national emblem should be a tomb-
stone. Its mountains for the most
part are woodless and bare, and its
valleys are made productive only by
careful husbandry of the soil and in-
tensfve farming.
