Prescribing the Rights of Railroads
Washington, Sept. 9 A circular

has been issued by the land olllce mod-

ifying the former circular issued by
that bureau prescrsbing the rights of
railroad companies in cutting timber
from public lands. The circular states
that timber can be cut only during the
time of construction of the railroad
and immediately adjacent to the line of
road under construction. No more
timber must be cut than is actually
required for construction of the road-
bed, bridges and culverts and such
timber cannot be cut for fuel, station-house- s,

shed3 and other structures.
The trees cut must not be less than
eight inches in diameter, and none but
authorizedagents of railroad companies
will be allowed to cut timber. Rail-
road companies are not authorized to
sell timber so cut to other companies
or Individuals. The companies are
prohibited from cutting timber on
mineral lands, Indian reservations or
public parks. The right of a company
to cut timber with a section ceases at
the expiration of five years, after the
definite location of the section. This
circular materially modifies the old, iu

in the jail yard at Cincinnati on the
4th inst., but in the penitentiary at
Columbus; and that Hartnet was not
hanged on that day or any other day
subsequently or previously.

Evening Post hanged Hartnet in the
jail yard at Cincinnati, and granted him
a respite Until September 30th.

The Cincinnati Enquirer, which

ber 3d, announcing a stay in Hartnet's
execution, of which the following is an
extract:
