HORATIO SEYMOUR.

Death has again clalmed one of
America’s most distinguished citizens.
The telegrams this morning annonnce
the death, at his home in Utica, New
York, yesterdny, of Hon. Honatio
Seysour, No man has occupied a
more prominent place in the history of
this country, and although he had not
been in public life for muny years, he
has always been looked to as one of
the safest advisers by the leaders of
his party,
Mr, Seymour was born 1n Onondaga
county, New York, in 1811, and after
practicing Inw for many years at Utica,
he was elected Governor of the State
in 1852, and again in 1862, at one of
the most critical periods in the history
of the State, for it was during bis last
term thut the country was engaged in
olvil war, and his State was the scene
ﬁn draft riots, one of the greatest
ols kaown in the history of the city
of New York, To his firmness and
wisdom, the eity of New York was
indebted for its early suppression,with
comparitively smaoll loss of life und
property.
In 1BE6 Mr, Seymour was the nomi-
mee of the Democratic party as their
eandidate for President, against his
eurmest protest, but was defeated by
h Grant, W
Mr. Beymour was again nominated
by the Democracy as their candidate
for Governor, but he declined the nom-
instion and announced his intention
of retiring from public life, and sinte
that time has lived quietly at his home
in Utiea, where he died yesterday at
the residence of his sister, Mrs. Roscoe
Conkling, surrounded by his family
and friends.

We notice there is some movement
in the Legislature to secure the “free
navigation” of Big Bluck. Wedo not
know the wording of the bill, but we
do know it will cost more Lo secure the
“free nayigation” of Big Black than it
can possibly be worth, aod much more
than the State will be willing
to pay. The stréam has never
been, except in extreme high waler,
worth anything for navigable purpuses,
and then only for a short tiwme, for
very small boats, There has never
been any attempt to estublish any
steambout trade in the river, und there
never will be until the river is lurger
and less crooked Lthan it {5, This has
been the gituation sver since the State
was setlled. For the boating thut has
been done in the slresm, there are
more wrecks, than in any other
in the world. Sometimes for yearson a
streteh, no steamer ever ventures in
the river. It is not anavigable stream,
und Jegislation cannot make it one,
that s one, that will be of any value
to anybody,

The movement is more objectionable
now than ever, for this county hasat u
large cost constructed twofine bridges
ucrogs it, that are of great value Lo the
citizens on both sides of the river, and
the L., N, 0. & 7T. railroad hus a very
costly iron bridge over it.

In view of these fucts, the Legisla-
ture should refuse to endunger, or de-
stroy this property merely to sulisfy a
few, who wish to force people to trude
with them,

COIN CERTIFICATES,
Senator Beck has introduced a bill
to secure the issue of coin certilicutes,
instead of “gold" or “silver” certifi-
cates. 1t was the impression in Wash-
ington in December that a billof that
character would be brought forwisd
by the House Commillee on colnage,
but we have seen no notice of it hav-
in been done,

We are decidedly of the opinicn,
that a “coin eertificate” bill, prop-
erly drawn, will solve the
vexed currency question, The object
should be to arbitrarily establish the
value of gold and silver, and sustain
that ratio of valuation, by the whole
credit of the Government. The coin
certificates should be a legal tender,
should hLe receivable for customs or
any debt of any character due the Gov-
ernment, or redeemable by the Gov-
ernment in either gold or silver, or
both, at the option of the holder.

We see that Mr. Beck proposes to

make them redeemable in gold or sil-
ver at the option of the
Government, We think  that

would be a mistake @s it would
somewhat discredit paper, which the
Government ought to endorse to the
fullest extent, If the Government
makes any paper of aoy kind, it should
not be in the least weakened by any
such proviso,

At any rate we are gratified that so
able a statésman as Senator Beok hus
tiken a step in the right direction Lo
settle a question of so mueh lwport-
ance, in a way that will prove most
valuuble to this country.

IN assuming military command at
New Orleans in 1867 Gen, Hancock at
once won the esteem and confidence of
its people by Issuing his famous “Gen-
eral Order No. 40,” in which he ex-
pressed his conviction that the people
in his district desired peace and de-
clared his purpose to secure it fo them
Ly allowing the civil authorities to
carry out the eivil law.
