Status of tho BrazoB Valley,
When the contract for the grading

of the Brazos Valley railroad was

ready to be closed, Mr. Cameron was

informed by his lawyer, Judge L. C
Alexander, that there would be diffi-

culty in transferring the road to the
Aransas Pass company on account of

the statute against the consolidation
of roads. On this point Mr. Cameron
and Judge Alexander went to see Mr.
Lott, and the point was urged. Mr.
Lott insisted that the transfer could be
made, but on calling in his lawyer, that
gentleman's opinion agreed with that
of Judge Alexander. On this the con-

struction of the Brazos Valley road,
under the contract, became impossi-

ble, and Mr. Cameron was obliged to
decline it, A proposition was then
made that Mr. Cameron undertake
the grading in the name of the Ar-

ansas Pass company, taking the right
of way deeds in the name of the Ar-

ansas Pass company. This Mr. Cam-

eron also declined, and thus, virtual-

ly, the projected plans fell through,
but not either the design or the pur
pose of building the road. New nc
gotiations were opened up, and are
still going on on the original proposi-

tion, namely, that Waco give right of

way, depot grounds and twenty-fiv- e

thousand dollars in cash. This the
committee was willing to give and Mr.
Lott was so notified. In further cor
respondence he asked that certain
bonds be given, and this was declined.
He was so notified several days ago,
but assured that Waco would stand to
the original proposition. To this no
answer has yet been received, and
there the matter rests. The contem-
plated contract was rendered impos
sible by the state law, and the new
negotiations on the original basis are
not completed.
