Extravagance in binding has frequently

furnished nn opening for tho display of
fantastic tricks nml fads. In a book-

seller's cataloguo was onco nn advertise
uient of a Latin copy of Apulclus'
"Golden Ass," bound in tho skin of on
ass. A book relating to Jeffrey Hudson,
tho celebrated dwarf, was bound In a
piecoof tho silk waistcoat of Charles I.
Fox's historical works wcro bound in fox
skin, and Bacon's works were dressed
out in hog 6kin. Ono offspring of tho
French rovolution was tho grim humor
of binding books in human Bkin. Franco
was not uJono in this practice. In Yarl-ou- s

parts of England tho skin of mur-
derers has been tanned and used to bind
books. Tho public library of Bury St.
Edniands lias a book containing tho

of the trial of a man for murder
bound in his own skin. Eccentricities
of binding in such as skins of cats, croco-
dile, mole, seal, wolf, tiger, bear, etc.,
abound. The uso of cloth hi binding is
ono of comparatively recent date. In

Tho Al.xknn Damsel' Doll.
Tho dusky damsel of Alaska has an

ivory doll. It is carved from walrus
tusk any length from ono to six inches,
with noso carved, and eyes, eyebrows
and mouth of black enamel. Even tho
fnch-lon- baby has features carefully
made, Bho has also a doll of wood, six
or eight inches long, with its faco carved
nnd a curious ornament just below tho
corners of tho mouth. This is n bluo
bead, and is in imitation of tho fashion
of her tribe, of making in tho lower lip
nn opening like a button bole, through
which any desired ornament may bo
thrust. Nono of tho Alaska dolls have
joints, but tin's unnatural stiffness has
apparently not been altogether satisfac-
tory to tho small damsels, for somo are
carved in a sitting posture.

Tho most humble doll is simpl.y a 6tick
with n head carved on tho end. But tho
most elaborate of all Indian dol's I liavo
seen belongs also to Alaska. It is carved
fiom dark colored wood, with mouth
open, showing tlireo whito tooth, and it
has real hair, in locks eix inches long,
stuck into holes in tho wooden head, with
tho drollest "patchy" effeet. Olivo
Thorno Miller in St. Nicholas.

Emancipation Among the Cherokee.
Among other ovent3 showing the pro-

gress of emancipation, tho act of tho
national council of Cherokees has been
overlooked. Professor Foster writes to
Tho Century recalling tho fact that thia
tribo did, on tho 18th day of February,
18C3, pas3 a Jccreo of emancipation. "Bo
it enacted by tho national council, That
all negro and 'other slaves within tho
lands of tho Cherokee nation bo, and
they nro herdby, emancipated from
slavery; and any person or persons who
may liavo been held in slavery are hereby
declared to bo freo forever." This act is
remarkable from tho senti-
ment whicli was known to predominate
In the Indian tribes, although never as
strong among tho Cherokees as among
tho Creeks.

Tho Tamous Dahla Meteorite
Tho famous Bahia or Bondego meteor-

ite was landed in Rio do Janeiro on Juno
45, and is now in tho colleotion of tho
Brazilian National museum. Tho trans-
portation of this great mas3 of iron,
whoso weight wa3 variously estimated
from six to nino tons, and which has
been found to weigh 5,371 kilograms,
was rendered possible by tho recent com-
pletion of a lino of railroad passing with-
in 11C kilometers of the Bendego creek,
whero it has lain tinco tho unsuccessful
attempt to removo it to Bahia in 1783.
