Tho histoi-- of Morghen's work is
instructive Tho monks at Caslelazzo
hearing of tho famo of tho fresco in
the refectory of tho monks of Santa
Maria dello Grayio, at Milan, commis-
sioned Marco d'Oggiono, a pupil of
taonardo, to paint them a copy for
their refectory. But being himself a
distinguished artist ho could hardly bo
oxec'tccl to abstain from introducing
some vai iations of his own.
