Causes and Increase of BUndneaa.

Dr. Lucien Howe, of Buffalo, read
a report from the committee appointed
two years previously to make investi-

gations in this line. They had found
that the number of blind was rapidly

in nroDortion to population.
and more so the further south one
went, and especially in the states of
Nebraska, Arizona, Nevada and Da-

kota. Most of the existing blindness
was due to infectious diseases of the
cornea and conjunctiva. Emigration
was increasing the numoer oi iuosu
going about with infectious conditions
of the oye, such as trachoma, which
was common among the lower Irish.
Thoy urged that the duty of cleaning
tho eyes of children after birth should
bo mode more familiar to the public.
In asylums and schools, children hav-
ing tar dinsea should be Quaran
tined. A similar regulation should be
enforced in barracks and prisons.

Novel Core for BfaeomaUaae.

Dr. Tero contributes toThoWioncr
Mcdicinischo Pressea novel method
of curing rheumatism. He observed
that, when rheumatic persons were
stung by bees, the swelling which
usually follows such stings wero very
slow in appearing, and, If the persons
iim tnno raneiucdlv. it did not ap
pear at all; the result of such continu-
ed stinging being to cure the rheuma-
tism, which showed bo tendency to
recur. He followed out this idea in
tho cases of 178 persons, W.000 stings
being required. Both cuU arid
chronic cases ware cure by tMi mV
