This railroad if
once built, with the fine harbor
anid anchorage ioside of* Ship Is-
land, would give yourcity all she
could ask.  You would be inde-
pemlent of New Orleans and the
South Atlantic cities, and in do-
ing this the State would be
built up and would have two
lurge cities with all thoappliances
social, moral and material, that go
to make o great State.  Without
something of this sort, Vickaburg
cannot hope for mueh more than
to accept agencies for New Or-
lenns, and the South Atlantie cities,
Qur capital, intellect and encrgy
is continnally drained off' to New
OUrleans, Mobile and Memphis.
These citles exercine an impur-
tunt Inflluence wpon us and our
fortunes.  DBullt up by us sud be-
voud the reach of our Legislatare,
or to belp to support us by taxe-
tion, although supported ina great
mensure by our people, This may
little parrow, but I am
o Mississippian and for this [ de.
sire to see her great and prosper-
abotinding in all the ele.
ments of good. I ambumiliated to
st all the time, nearly all of our
inhod, capital and intellect dramed
off 'ty enrich ollier commupnities.
