SALTILLO, mkxico.
Its Cllmnte nnilBurroumllng as Described

by Dr. J. W. "Wndsworth, tlio
American Consul.

Sallillo, with n population of 18,000, Is boau- -
tlfully situated on tho brow of n hill, a gontlo
ttopoof tlio nuenn Vistn tableland, n part of
tho great central Mexican I'lntcau, at ancle
vntlon of about 6000 feet above sen lovel, In

latitude 25 25 111. north, and longltudo 1

in m. west, of thoCltyof Mexico, shut In on
all sides except tlio south by tlio crest Slorra
Mad re rnngo of mountains, and thus protected
front tho cold boreal blasts, known to you as
northers.

Most excellent water breaks forth In many
springs from tho top of tho hill nnd Is thonco
conveyed In pipes and ditches to tho housos
and gardens gardens uml orchards whoro
grow In nbundanco apricots, apples, peaches,
pears, grapos and quinces, which nro shipped
to our less favored neighbors, In Monterey and
nn thn frolitlor.

Tho climate, dry, oqunbio una saiunrinus, is
unsurpassed on this continent, as will be ap-
parent by examination of tho following table.
From daily observations of tho thortnomctcr
(Fahrenheit) which I took for threo years, I
