places. The Dallas Times, In an item about
some contemplated improvements in Ihis city,
gets in Its work on Fort Worth in Ihis sen-

tence : "All that San Antonio now needs is
an ariesian well or two to lake lis place by the
side ol Fort Worth as a progressive city."

We have looked through the Austin States-

man carefully to see if we could find an ad-
