DR. HADRA'S ORATION.

The Translation of the Doctor's Vnlksfeat
Oration I'lllly Completed.

In the LtailT of Saturday the first part of
the translation of Dr. I Iadra's Volksfest ora-

tion was printed. The remainder of the
translation is now presented !

These are, however, only petty reasons why

we are not exactly loved by the
and by our own American country-

men. One of the most important causes is

the simple, plain, seemingly less civilized ap-

pearance of our way of life. We come from a
country that has the poorest tillage In nature,
the area of this being no larger than the Slate
ol Texas, with about 50,000,000 inhabitants.
Therefore our device could only bet keep
house, economize, make ends meet, and get
along with only the most necessary. Though
may the small number of the rich, In propor-

tion to the poor, be allowed some luxury, as
far as this is at all possible, the large number
is, as compared with France, England and
especially America, materially restricted to
the narrowest limits. There is no carpet, no
article of luxury In and there they
are, on an average, glad If wooden chairs
and clean floors welcome them, lie
who has to battle with the cares and trials
of daily existence, cares little for his outer ap-

pearance for unnecessary finery and gew-
gaws. Everywhere work is stamped In its
severest and hardest forms, the hands become
cosrser, the clothes are less bouffant, men
smoke bad tobacco and wear linen suits in

short everything appears unpolished, less cul-

tivated. Women, and this is a long, difficult

chapter, which I cannot exhaust on this
occasion, work with the men, they must and
therefore they do It be it said in praise to
them, with pleasure, If it docs not become too
much. The traveling journalist who sur-

prise America with letters of Germany arc
Indignant at the hard work the German
women perform ; much, however, is exagger-

ated. I admit that too much is done In this.
Hut who can find fault and what shall be

done If bitter necessity demands it! The
wife is compelled to work since her husband
cannot cam enough. Under such conditions
it seems fortunate that the German woman is
strong and healthy, and naturally industrious
and unassuming. What I have just said
applies only to the working
class. Although even in the middle
classes the German woman Is more
used to work than In the same classes of the

The immigrated continue
in their accustomed habits although their
circumstance may not now compel them to do
so, and this makes them appear less e

in the eyes of their American sisters.
They msy do, too, much good In this, still

the household of the German becomes through
this steadier and safer, and the women in gen-
eral are healthier. I was once amused to hear
an Amrrtcan remark lhat it struck him to the
very heart to see an American girl wait on the
table in restaurants, etc He expected this of
German, Italian, French, English or ol col-

ored girls, but not ol an American. This is
characteristic, at least for Southern conditions.
Almost all the working and serving classes
are here filled by These are
the consequences of the former aristocratic form

of society, liut not every nation is so fortu-
nate as to have strangers work for it in the
subordinate occupations. The English, French
and German must furnish their part of work-
ing and serving people themselves must fur-

nish their own so called trash.
Since an unproportional large number of Im-

migrants are of Ihe working class, the Ameri-
can Is easily Inclined to believe that the whole
nation Is only for servitude and for hard
hand's work. Ilut woe unto the hightoned
American if it were not for these hardworking
supplies. No land would be plowed and
sowed, no house would be built and no ham
mer swung. In vain would the American
railroad enterpriser build railroads, in vain
the merchant pile his wares, in vain the aris-
tocratic lawyer wait for his paying customers,
and in vain the lady ask her consort for silk
robes. If the workman did not come from
the old country not alone of Germany the
glory of Americans would soon be at an end
The majority of German immigrants belong
to the country and city working classes. He
forms a necessary clement of society and
should not be looked upon as something in-

ferior because he has not been brought up as
an American gentleman, If this quality is
sought in aispising manual ana physical laoor.
The hard working workingmen and their
wives are not au fait in elegant circles, but
they are quite and their daughters
may also some day become ladies, and et us
hope with a certain amount of respect for
ihe hard work of their parents. Let us con
tinue to examine what the American objects to
in the German. It is the littleness
of the German tint does not please him.
Although it is only the natural consequence of
the close, oppressive condition in the old
country, still it deserves reproach. The Ger-
man is somewhat Illiberal narrow hearted;
he has not the extensive comprehension for
things in general as tne average American; ne
Is envious and penurious, little Inclined to
beneficence. These are all consequences of
the circumstances. He earns slow
ly through hard work and economy, therefore
gives siowiy, ana nas no sympathy witn mm
who has not as much, because he thinks the
other would have more had he, too, worked
and saved. Those are not pl.asant traits, but
by and by this will grow better. The children
already in this respect do not stand back to
tne American a sure evtaence mat it is only
the result, of circumstances and not a natural
trait with them.

We come now to a very important point
that harms us a great deal in the eyes of the
American. This serious point is beer, and all
that surrounds It. Ladies and gentlemen,
this disastrous thing is designated, if not,
everything deceives us, to bring forth a terri-
ble storm in our country In the near future.
Everywhere crowds are gathering around
their Dinners ana an earnest (true win ensue,
though simple the affair may now seem. In
the absence of great political issues, this
question might, by shrewd politicians, be ar-

tificially put under Ihe name of prohibition ;

seemingly under promising auspices ; for all
the concentrates practically
under this sign. We must admit that It were
better if we drank less, went less Into the
beer saloons, and cared less for beer. It is
certainly a national vice of the German that
he loves to drink, but excluding the Italian
and Frenchman we are not alone in our

The statistics prove that our good
cousins over in England and here
drink no less alcohol than we. Ilut,
seriously, we Germans pursue this too
business like; we think our sojourn in the
beer saloon as a matter of course, and are en-

titled to a part of our time, that the superficial
observer believes we live in them. It would
not hurt us if we, on the whole, would abase
a little. It Is almost disgusting to us to see
the subject of beer over sgain and again In
our local papers, every correspondence, liter-
ally speaking. Is saturated and drips with
beer, every advertisement column foams with
beer, and when you come in contact with real
beer Germans the favorite topic is beer. I
can not forbear from saying that this gives
us no honor in the eyes of other nations.
Most assuredly the peaceful, quiet and com-
fortable manner as we Germans partake ol
the "golden foam" may be healthy and
agreeable, but nothing should be taken to ex-

tremes, everything In measure. Well, my
friends, we all know the good measure of a
rcai uavanan or owauian.

The American may drink more than we,
and he does take more alcohol and bad liquor
than we do (if he drinks at all), but does not

make It an act or part of his life; It is this that
has given us, wrongly, the name of a drink-
ing nation. Hand tn hind with this goes our
Sunday lawlessness, the workingman goes to
the beer saloon on this day as It Is his only
free day. Though even he who does not give
Scholz or such other places his Sunday's
tribute of devotion, fares bsdly with the church
going American, though he spends his Sab-
bath at home with music, mental work er
other easy occupations. Well, we csnnot be
blamed If we have been raised so, it has not
been taught us from childhood that we can-
not enter heaven if we offend the holy Sab-
bath In such an Inhuman way.

The Americans, on the other hand, are also
not responsible that they through centuries
have been Wrought up differently. This state
of thtngi, which has, of course, nothing to do
with real, true devotion, has brought much
trouble, and Is not the smallest reason why
the American does not like the German. It
Is not my intention to go Into the philosophy
of the question. I wish only to hint at some
facts. I may have forgotten a great deal of
what the American does not approve In the
German, but the principal reason I think I
have given, and so now let us go over to the
second part of my speech that part which
shall explain what we Germans find fault with
the Americans. Out of modesty we will be
very brief.

It Is clcaily set forth in everything
I have just said that all Is adapt-
ed to operate in different directions.
What the American dislikes in us Is not

wilhhim, we dislike that, and he takes
this amiss, consequently we do not harmonize.
The American is especially, according to the
newcomer's judgment, too "smart." He is
not conscientious and modest in his own In-

terests with Ihe dealings with others of whom
he can cully get ahead of, since he is ac-

quainted wilh the language and manners, and
in this way he takes the "cream" of every-
thing, consequently the great mass of new-
comers have a sacred fear to enter In business
with him. The American Is just as honest
and righteous as any other nationality, but he
is the superior to us newcomers in trade. He
is acquainted with the language of the country
and the application of the laws, and although
he may not transgress the boundary of dis-
honesty, he knows how to get at it skillfully
and advantageously out of every affair.

Let it be said that the Americanized Ger-
man Is perhaps the worst one. Here we
laugh at one who has been duped, while un-

der all circumstances the impostor, in the old
country, would be, if not lawfully, yet socially

firosecuted. In the same respect the German
at the played

with the criminals and at the want of solidity
in justice and lawfulness. This righteousness
is here mostly empty talk, and seems adapted
especially for the lawyers and their purses.
When the German sees how nicely the crimi-
nals are treated, how they are raised to
heroes with the kindest consideration, ad-

mitted into society after they have escaped
deserved punishment, then the German

5reenhorn gets in bad spirits and be
quite understand the connec-

tion of Ihe church and the Sunday hypocrisy.
Now let us go on. The German woman re-

proves the American that she fears real work
and cares too much for dress. In this point
I take Ihe position between both of them, as
I have already said above. I think the Ger-
man woman could be less particular and the
American should economize a little more. In
general I like to see neatly and nicely, not ex-

aggerated, but artistically well arranged ladles'
robes, and in this the American ladies have
acknowledged taste, and If I have the oppor-
tunity of pressing a lady's hand I would prefer
a real nice, soft, like velvet, to the rough, hard
one, though it be ever so honest. On the
whole, 1 believe that a compromise between
both in work would bring good results.

Another reproof that the German makes the
American is indulgence toward the women.
It appears to the German as If the American
man, in presence of ladies, ceases to be man;
for instance, we see this in the prohibition
question. If you meet such a man alone he
explains the whole thing as nonsense and
joins you in a drink; but as soon as he sees
ladies he winces, is ashamed of himself, and
in the Legislature or in other public places
where he is obstrved by the ladies he seldom
has energy and enough to act
according to his own conviction. In all pub-
lic affairs his sense for practical use, errone-
ously often called common sense, decides,
while we Germans are wont to act according
to our own rellccllon and conviction. Al-

though I do not wish to say that this mode is
always the wiser and more correct. Hut we
try to do our best and are proud
that we have an opinion of our own
which usually does not turn out a
great profit to the community in general.
Also in religious mattera a good deal is
'hypocrisy which we upbraid in our American
brothers. Among them are more free think-
ing people that have freed themselves of
the question and answer lessons of Sunday
schools than Is generally believed. Ilut only
a few steps forward the larger number out of
comfort and habit, and m regard to their
wives, submit to all which their church pre-
scribes, if practical, material interests do not
bring a change. We Germans are, for the
most part, also a people,
but we do not turn everything and all in life
into church matters as the American. We
give to the church its sufficient rights, but do
not want its interference where it has, and
should have, nothing to do. The Americans
often give festivals, and sometimes very friv-

olous ones, for church objects, according to
my opinion disadvantageous and Injurious to
the cause of religion.

There Is another point that I have to men-
tion what the educated German misses in the
American (this applies only to the men for
the ladles are their superior in this) although
this is daily Improving, and this is the

lor art. The American is so emi
nently practical that he does not value art, the
embellishment, the adornment of life, suff-
iciently, while we poor Germans had to seek
much in this to make the material want more
bearable. For these reasons the German feels
more comfortable in German society, because
he feels and knows himself understood on this
side of life, while he on the other hand often
meets with tabular rasa. This love for art
and the Ideal sentiment that it brings with it
makes the people more social and agreeable.
They do not mistrust each other, as here,
where nothing else is thought ol but
how one can improve his own material
interests, and that Is naturally brought about
at the expense of the So
now tne Americans have also their share.
And If I In general have been correct In my
assertions, why do wc at all question our-
selves whether there could not be sn equi-
poise between us t Are there not bright sides
to both nations to cover the shady sides of
both t Is the American's sklllfuloess, his ex-

tensive understanding for things In general,
his liberality, his enterprise, his love for free-
dom, not enough to esteem and honor him
aye, to admire him t And is not our Iron
diligence, our honesty, our inclination to the
ideal, and all our virtues, whatever they may
be called, sufficient that we deserve to be
with pleasure well received to bid us wel-

come with a hearty shake of the hand t Let
us understand each other, and each acknowl-
edge the other's qualities. They will then be
exchanged, and our intercourse pleasant and
agreeable. And should such a new storm of
dissension arise and blow through the coun-
try, so let us, though bravely united, not un-

necessarily pour oil Into the fire, and you
Americans, who are more experienced and
have less prejudice, I call on you to watch
bravely on your post, and Induce yours to
quiet reason. The storm will be outweathered,
as every malady, but let us suppress this mal-
ady as much as possible.
