BLAINE OF MAINE.

HIS ONSLAUGHT ON THE OLD BAY

STATE IN THE SENATE.

Flaying Hoar and Dawas Orsr tha SUlu, of
William King.

From llii- Oiilio Herald.
Tlio Cnllfornln nnil other dclficiitca

wlio nccoiiipnnlcil tlm Jlnlno ilclcfrntlon
lo I heir lionica, were, tlic dlspntclica any,

furllier any Hint the neglcotrd delrgntca
felt sore over I Ills, and when they pnsaed
Into the borders of .Maine began to
apenk disrespectfully of Jlussncliusctls
"dudes."

This little eplsodu mny not liflvu
ine'iiiit much, but yet one cannot help
recall tho old feud between Mnlno and
.Musaachiisetts, and tho part Mr. lllalne
has litforo now taken In keeping tho
anlinoslly alive. When the Jloslon Inci-

dent occurred the Herald was nt once
reminded of the occasion when .Mr.

lllalne bo grievously Insulted
or .Massachusetts In the

In ls;s, and wondered If the mem-

ory of that did not stilt rankle In the
souls of the llostonlans. Iteineinberlng
the Incident well, tlio Herald has looked
up tho facts of It, and the real wonder Is,
considering ilr. lllnlno's ollcnse, that
the Congratulatory committee ever got
across Massachusetts territory alive.

The episode referred to was tho famous
onslaught of lllalne upon Massachusetts
In January, 1874, the occasion being a
resolution authorizing Congress to accept
from the Slnlo of Maine n statue ofOov-ern-

William King, Maine's tlrst execu-

tive, to he placed In tho House of
Uld Hanlbnl Hamlin Intro-

duced the resolution. It was supposed
to be merely prefunclory, though It wus
known that Itlalno meant to "say n few
word,." Mr. lllnlno did eay a few
words. It had leaked out somehow that
there was going to bo some fun, or rather
that lllalne was going to make a speech.
The galleries were crowded. It so hap-

pened, too, that Sir Kdwnrd TJiornton
and the Karl of Dull'erhi were In llio
diplomatic gallery. It was a gala occa-
sion and everybody was out. Old Mr.
Hamlin Introduced his resolution, and
.Mr. lllalne rose to pronounce his eulogy
on the lo and services of Mr.
King. Almost tho llrst utterance
was that the Senate was glad to honor
the memory of the man who had been
chlelly Instrumental In separating the
territory or.Malno from the "tyrannical
domination of Massachusetts." This
was a starter. Senator Dawes and Hoar
began to squirm In their seats, fur they
saw that the Maine man had nn audi-
ence, and when did lllalne ever have an
audience that he did not try to Instruct
and entertain It In his own way? It was
evident that Hint day ho inenut to have
some fun with Massachusetts. Andiio
had It.

Mr. lllnlno spoko eloquently of Wil-
liam King. Ho recounted his great ser-
vices In und subsequent' to the war of
1812. Ho spoke of him ns n patriot who
had never ceased to love his country.
Though at that time a citizen of Massa-
chusetts, he had struggled bravely
against the cowardly siuud taken by
Massachusetts In tho war of lbI2, and
had never ceased In his efforts to free
Maine from tho disgraceful domination
of that State, llo spoko of King pre-
siding over the first Constitutional Con-
vention or Maine, and tho gratitude and
never ending thanks felt by the people
of Maine for his ell'orts In securing them
Independence and freedom from the In-

tolerable and tnsullernble bondage of
Massachusetts. Tho feeling of rancor
and hatred which had existed between
the two sections had been heightened
8,by the patriotism of one in the war of
1,12 and the cowardice ot the other."
Much more was said In u Blmllar strain,
nnd when Mr. lilalno had llnlshcd Mr.
Dawes rose to reply. The galleries by
this time were packed, for the report
had gone ont that lilalno wns In an

d light. Mr.
Dawes deplored the fact that at such n
time and on such an occasion the gentle-
man from .Maine should go out of his way
to Insult the Commonwealth ol Massa-
chusetts. So far ns tho war of 1812 went,
he could assure tho Senator that, how-
ever unpopular that war may have
been with tho people, Massachusetts
did her whole duty. The only naval
light of that war on the Malno ouast was
won by n lloston ship.

Vcs," aalil Mr. lllalne, sarcastically,
"and sho wns manned by n l'ortland
crew," Great laughter.

This brought Mr. Hoar folds feet, and
he at onco charged lilalno with making
an ell'ort at buncombe. Said Hoar: "The
Senator from Maine Is only speaking In
a spirit of vlndlotlveness because the
vote of Massachusetts was not'recorded
for his nomination for the Presidency In
the lato Cincinnati convention."

This made lllalne furious. He stalked
out In the aisle; lie paced the Moor; he
shook Ids list defiantly nt Hoar.and then,
with almost drumatlo effort, exclaimed
that that was another Instance of Mas-
sachusetts' cowardice. "I would ask,"
he thundred out in that dramatic way of
his, "If the Senator from Massachusetts
dared to stand 1hero and deny that their
Stato had not bristled with treason dur-
ing tho war of 1812. Why, sir, they even
mobbed William Wedgely, Maine's llrst
Member or Congress, when he passed
through Massachusetts on his way home,
because he voted lo pay the expenses or
that worl "

This In turn called out Hoar, who
said: "I ask for partloulors.

When and where did Massachusetts
ever make nn unpatrlotlo record In
that wnrf "

Quick as a flash lilalno responded:
"I'll tell you right here. Sho refused to
pass a resolution thanking one of her
own naval olllcers for a victory, because
It was won lu what sho termed an unjust
war, Sho refused to thank the com-
mander of tho Hornet for the capture of
the llritlth vessel Peacock. It Btands on
youro.wn legislative records; go there
and read."

This sally brought out a storm of ap-
plause, which the President nuolled by
threatening to clear the galleries.

Mr. lilalno then assailed the Ashhurton
treaty, declaring Hint it had been forced
upon Maine by the greed of Mnssachu-sell-

which had In turn deceived the
country. Sarcastically turning to Dawes
he exolalmed: "Vou know that you
could not. again cram such u treaty
down our thronts H you tried till
doomsday."

Mr. Dawes; Willi dlgnlty,deplored tho
turn the debute had taken, llo had sup-
posed that the business of the Senate
was the mere forrjnl acceptance by
resolution or n statute by William
King. Instead of that It had been
turuciUnto n sensational tirade, which
he hoped would cease. He did not
care longer to hear these "Impotent

menace n the Interests of personal
Ambition or In furtheranceof candidacies
for high olllce," Mr. Hoar here made n
Personal onslaught on lllalne. Chanred
lilni with precipitating Hie debate for
buncombe and to win the favor or certain
Senators from the South who were In-

imical to Massachusetts, He then
accused lllalne of prostituting his olllce
of Speaker to defeat the acts of
1871 with the same hone. To this lllalne'.
only reply was that vt hat he had done In
relation totheku-klu- acts of 1871 whs
done with tne full knowledge nnd on tlio '
auviceanu counsel oi, me renator Him-

self, who was then ft member of the
House. Great laughter.

This debate, acrid nnd bellrgcrent as
It was, might havn continued Indefi-
nitely had not somebody cnllcd for the
regular order. It wns a Held day In
the Senate. It wns the llrst shaking up
of that body had hud slnrn lllalne be

am! Hoar were so disgruntled nt the '

lnry or lllalne a onslaught, nnd the trick
which they clnliued he had used to
make n sensation nt tho expeno of
Massachusetts, Hint llio coolness then
engendered has never been removed.
