Rough Streets.

This morning a countryman, coining
In on Knst Commerce street, was no-

ticed to act very strangely, often lean-

ing over the edgo of the wagon as If he
wns trying to vomit. Ho Anally stopped
his wagon nnd appeared to be In great
dlstreis. He was deathly palo and was
retohlng violently. Assistance Imme-
diately reached him, anil he was taken
to a friendly house near by and n doctor
sent for. At first those who snw the
man, Mr. J. W. Eaglewood, thought
that It was a c ise of cholera, and con-
siderable excitement was created.
When the doctor arrived and fully ques-
tioned the sullerer, he became convinced
that ho was sullcrlng from sea sickness,
caused by tho uneven street over which
he had driven rather fast, Tho proper
remedies were applied .and soon tho farm-
er was'enabled to resume Ids Journey
into the city, but took another street
which wns not so rough, Mlmllar eases
have been reported, one of a young
lady taken tick on Avenue U. A Mexi-
can bad an attack coming In on West
'ommeroo street. It Is suggested that
It may be the cflect or building the San
Antonio nnd Aransas l'ass railroad, and
that the usual effects of n salt water ride
are being felt here. If such Is the case,
It strikingly proves the Inllucnce of rail-
road facliiilcs. Let the good work goon.
