structed. Of the various plans proposed during
tiie last ten years, the most prominent nr those

r Whitney and Iieuton, heretofore presented to
fhe public: and during the present session, the
plan of Mr. Senator Gwin, uud the plar of jhe,
New York Company.

The plan of Asa Whitney, which he agitated
ial the legislatures of the various States., aiiil in
both houses of Congress, for several years,
..seems to have been dropped, at length, by gene-p- al

consent, us an obsolete idea. It proposed to
build a railroad from the southern end nf Lake
Michigan, taking gome pass north of the South
l"ass, through the Rocky Mountains, so as to
.about strike the P initio ocean at Puget's
Sound, or the mouth of the Columbia river in
Oregon. To achieve this immense wyrit, Mr.
Whitney only nsked of the Uovernuierj. the al-

ternate sections of a grant of land sixty miles
wide, along the entire route from Lake Michi-
gan to the Pacific; the lands to be sold to reim-
burse the guilders as the work progressed, and
the roadj on its completion, to be surrendered to
vthe government. But a land monopoly like this,
liowever guarded by saving clauses, was des-

tined to fall, as it has fallen, from its own tlcad
weight, to the ground. Besides, such an under
taking, by a solitary individual, is prima facie
utterly impracticable.

The next prominent project was that of Col
Benton, on a far more imposing und tremendous
scale than that of Whitney. Old Bullion is a
man of large ideas, and the exploring expedi
tion of Fremont through that vast terra incogni
la between the frontiers of Missouri and Ark
nnsas and the Western ocean had made the ven
erable Senator an enthusiast in regard to a Pa
cific railroad, when he drew up ana laid his
plan before the Senate. He proposed to set

,out with a grand trunk from St. Louis west-
ward, through the South Pass, or some other
neighboring pass, over the back-bon- e of the

.continent; and, after crossing it, to strike oil"

.with one branch to Oregon, and another to Cal-

ifornia, providing, also, for still another branch,
on the eastern aide of the Ilocky Mountains,

.down to Santa Fc, in New Mexico. "All these
roads were to have a margin of a mile reserved

.on each side, for stations, depots, &c. And
furthermore, in the outset, along the two great
lines to the Pacific, he provided first, for the

.construction of a broad common highway; and
there was reserved xsunilar provision for tlie
Santa Fe line. This great enterprise, through
out, iie pruiiosou tu rcjt itpsr, the bro?.d 'l'l
ers of the government, and as a basis of capital;
