These experiments and the dedue-
tions off Mr. Seott are certainly worth
the attention of intelligent farmers.

to wit: First, that. green grass will
fatten stock and make the best of
heelf” and mutton ; while the best of
hay, as genernlly eat and cured, does
not, a8 a general rule, when fed in the
most liberal quantities, keep stock
from running down in condition dur-
ing the winter. The other fuet is that
while, as a general thing, our mead-
ows  show a diminished production
from yenr to year, evenon good lands,
on the same lunds the pastures, under
proper management, are found to im-
prove with age, The first fact tends
to prove that our hay is not cut early
enongh to preserve the highest nutri-
tive value of the grass ; and the sec-
ond fact tends to prove that allowing
the grass to mature before cutting in-
juriously affects the future life of the
plant. It scems to us that curing
grass cut so emly may be attended
with diffienlty ; but My, Scott says he
gonernlly gots it into cock the first
day, and into the barn the second,
with favorable weather. At all events,
we regand these experiments as wor-
thy of being repeated by our farmers ;
and whatever may be the f{inal con-
clusion, we are satisfied that it will be
found that grass must be but earlier.

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POTATOES FOR LATE USE,

Among the many inconveniences at-
tending the keeping of potatoes for lute
use, is to be enumoerated as pethaps
the most troublesome, their tendency
to sprout.  When vegetation has once
commenced, a very rapid deterioration
in the eating qualities of the vegetable
is immediately apparent, The potato
withers, becomes shriveled, and when
boiled, or otherways prepared for the
table, ik found to be elammy, devoid
of its usual taste, and indigestible. In
her operations nature requires the as-
sistance of precisely the same prinei-
ple to perfect thie process of yegetation
which are essential to confer valuoup-

on the root [or eating purposes,
Sprouting them, or rubbing out the
oyes, early in the spring, il Iw&,nnu

them to remain immersed in 4 solution

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There are many ways ol prepaving
whitewash. The Seientific American
gays: “Take a water-tight barrel or
other suitable cask, and put into it
hall' n bushel of lime. Slake it by
pouring water over it, boiling hot, and
in sufficient guantity to cover it five
inches deep, and stir it briskly till
thoroughly slacked. When the lime
hag been slacked, diskolye it in water,
and add two pounds of sulphate of
zine, and one of common salt, ‘These
will cause the wash to harden, and
prevent its cracking, which gives an
unseemly appearance to the work. If
desitable, a beautiful cream color may
be communicated to the above wash,
by adiling three pounds of yellow
ochre, or a good penrl or lead color,
by the addition of lanp or ivory black,
For fawn color, add four pounds of
umber—"Turkish or American— the
latter i the cheaper—one pound of
Indian red, and one pound of common
lnmpblack.  When applied to the out-
gide of out-houses and to fences, it is
rendered anore durable by adding
sweet milk, or some mucilage from
lax-semd ; about 4 pint to the gallon
will suffice.”

The following has been highly com-
mended for an incombustible and dur-
able wash for roofs and outside walls
of buildings, **take u suflicient quan-
tity of good stone lime, and slake it
|carefully in a close bos, or mortar

pon, 10 prevent the cscape of stenm,
and after slaking, pass it through n
sigve.
