It was the conclusion of the board
that since the 30-10 is but an enlarge
ment of the 20-10, an Increase sf
$4,000,000 for common school purpo-
Bes was threatened by its passage.
Tlio total schoo 1 tax levy common
schools in 1919 was $18,998,709.92, in
1921 the total was $26,330,936.09* in-
crease of $7,342,225.17.

REFERENDUM 12 WILL
DEVELOP NEW INDUSTRIES.

Referendum measure No. 12, which
is to be voted on in November, is nei-
ther a new law nor an experiment. It
has been the law of Wisconsin for fif-
teen year.- and of California since
1911. Similar laws are in force In
Oregon and Idaho, and in all in
twenty-six states of the union.

In all of these states this law has
been of great assistance in extending
light and power and other utility ser-
vice and in protecting the public, from
excessive rates. Rates and service, it
must be remembered, are regulated
by law.

Experience has proved that two
companies serving one community
with light, power or water, means
duplication of plant and investment,
and that such duplication means
poorer service at higher rates.

The law as drawn, however, does
not guarantee any company against
competition. It will provide competi-
tion when service is inadequate or
whenever public interest demands it.

It will in no way interfere with t"0
operation, development or extension
of any municipally owned or public-
owned utility nor can it result in ty
ing up or preventing the development
of the water power resources of the
state. California's experience with
this same identical law proves that.a.-
during the eleven years that law hat
been in operation there. California
has witnessed a tremendous develop
ment of the state's water power re-
sources, a development the people of
California admit would have been im-
possible under old conditions.

Here, as well as in our sister states
of the coast, water power develop-
ment is needed to furnish the energy
required in irrigation and for manu-
facturing purposes.

Referendum measure No. 12 will be
a big factor in reducing the burdens
of the taxpayer, by adding to the tax-
able property of the state. Develop-
ment of power resulting in the cre-
ation of huge water power plants, the
extension of irrigated ana- and the
establishment of manufacturing
plants will add to taxable wealth.

Our taxes in 1921 were 130,000,000
in excess of the taxes in 1916. A
reason for this may be found when
properties exempt from taxation are
studied. Seattle and King County.
for instance have more that' (108
00(1.000 of such tax exempt proper-
ties, a condition which increases tie
amount of taxes which must be ai
se.-.-ed against the properties of the
taxpayers of the state.

This is cleaning time for the motor-
ist. Summer and the attendant long
trips and increased engine operation
eaves accumulation of fine metal par-
ticles, carbon, road dust, contaminat-
ed oil circulate.- through the engine,
accumulating and adhering to bear-
ings and the inner crankcane surfaces
in the form of deposits. So important
it is to keep the oil clean, that the
manufacturer of your car recom
mends the periodic flu-hing out an i
renewing of the crankease oil.

To remove this dirt and foreign
matter, the flushing agent must b>

circulated in considerable volume
through the regular oil pas-age- to

all bearing surfaces, and at the same
time be thrown against the interior
surfaces to be cleaned. It is obvious
that if the flushing oil i.- too thick and
viscous, it will not be forced throng

the oil passages and splashed in suf-
ficient volume to dislodge the de-
posits.

BtOM i.- at (ilenwood now and Hrt,

WRONG MAN
TACKLED BY

He told
them, according to his story, that if
they were going to do that they had
better begin then and there, and they
both assaulted him. One he knocked
down with a blow from his fist and
then, grabbing a convenient piece of
board, he "crowned" the other and
then jumped from tho car. as told
above. He was somewhat bruised
about the mouth and face, indicating
that the assault was intended to be
real. .

The Echo thinks it is high time that
our county officials showed some ac-
tivity and check up on this wobbly
outfit. Had not this workman been a
big husky fellow, he undoubtedly
would have been murdered right here
in this city in broad daylight, for it is
evident that these strong-arm leaders
of the I. W. W. gang are capable of
committing any crime in order to en-
force their demands among the labor-
ing class.
