dered by an unknown person and that
the body had been thrown into the
river. The man was murdered in Walla
Walla county and when the corpse was
thrown into the Snake river, it floated
to the opposite side.

The body was buried in the sand near
the river but so much dissatisfaction
was created among the people that it
was exhumed and re-interred farther
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from the water.

Melander is said to be the farmer who
came to the river after a tank of water.
A wrench was needed and the hired
man went to a near-by section foreman

to borrow one. The following morning

the farmer was found sitting on the
bank of the river with the team close
by. The man acted very peculiar at
the time. No trace of the hired man
was found until a week later when a
body was found along the edge of the op-
posite side of theriver. The section man
identified it as that of the young man
who borrowed the wrench a week be-
fore. When the body was found the
skull was mashed in as though it had
been struck with a heavy instrument.
Melander’s neighbors noticed that he
acted very queer after the circumstance
and refused to talk of it. It is the
opinion ‘in the neighborhood that
Melander is connected with the crime.
During the last few months the bodies
of several railroad laborers have been
found floating in the Snake river near
Simmon’s Siding and several of them
had severe gashes on their heads and
faces. *No evidence has been found
shedding any light on the subject what-

through, o1 or across the lands or waters ot
property of cthers for mining, milling, . manu
fucturing, irrigation and lnmbering purposes,
or for the removal of timber or timber pro-,
duets, and the approprintion and use of prop
erty jur such puiposes nre hereby declared to
be public uses, n thongh such appropria-
tion and use ma ure to the special benelit of
some private individual, firm, corporation or
associntion:

Provided, however, that this declaration us
to public uses shall not be construed to limit
the right to appropriate properiy for othe:
public uses. Private property. shall not he
taken for private use, except for private ways
of necessity.  No private property shall be
taken or damnged for public or private use
without just compensation having been first
made, or paid into court for the owner, nud no
rights-of way shall be appropriated to the use
of any corporation other than municjpal until
full compensation therefor be first Ynade in
money, or ascertained and paid into court for
the owner, irrespective of any benetit from any
improvement proposed by such corporation,
which compensution shall be ascertained by a
Jury, unless u jury be waived, nx in other civil
casex in courts of record, 1o the manner pre-
seribed by law. Whenever an attempt I8 made
to tnke private property for a use alleged to be
public, the guestion whether the contemplated
use be really public shall be sjudicial question
and determined ns sueh, without regurd to nny
legislative assertion that the use is public,
except to the uses which are herein declared
to be public.
