 PLANS FOR MOKSTER AFFAIR

Most Interesting Meeting of War Vet-
erans In History of World to Take
Place In Celebration of Fiftieth An-
niversary of Civil War’s Greatest
Battle—100,000 May Attend.

The war department, the rall-
roads and all the states from which
soldiers came who fought at Get-
tyvsburg are making preparations
for the July encampment at Get-
tysburg, which is to be the greatest
and most interesting meeting of war
veterans in the history of the world.

Plans prepared by Major James
I3, Norton and Captain H. E. Dal-
ton of the quartermaster depart-
ment contemplate a gathering of
(0,000 to 70,000 of the men who wore
the blue or the gray.

The encampment will cover 276
acres and with the soldiers, offi-
cials and visitors will accommodate
daily 100,000 people.

The state depots are to send 54.000
tents.  The war department is to
provide 200 Kkitchens, a complete
tield hospital outfit and 1,600 cooks.
The railroads promise ample facili-
ties,

The encampment will celebrate
the fiftieth anniversary of the bat- \
tle of Gettysburg. Everything will ‘
be done to make the old soldiers of i
the south and north feel at home
in peace on their old battlefield.

A group of Confederate veterans,
their tanned and wrinkled faces some-
times quivering with emotion, stood
up at the conference of the Gettysburg
celebration commissioners at the Phil-
adelphia Union League recently to
plead for the privilege of wearing their
old gray uniforms at the reunion in July.

The conference is composed of the
Pennsylvania state commission, repre-
sentatives of the United States gov-
ernment and veterans' assoclations
and commissioners appointed by forty
states of the Union. Nearly all are
veterans either of the Union or the
Confederate armies.

Colonel Charles Burrows of New
Jersey, a Union veteran, introduced a
resolution for a rule that no military
uniforms be worn at the celebration
by survivors of either army. After
the plea of the Confederate survivors
Colonel Burrows withdrew his resolu-
tion.

a

Pathos In Plea.

There was much of pathos in the re-
quest of the southerners. When Ma-
Jor General Felix H. Robertson, com-
mander of the Texas division, begged
for the privilege of carrying the old
Texas battleflags in the celebration
Union hands applauded as loudly as
did his comrades from the south. The
Gettysburg reunion is not to celebrate
he said; it is to celebrate
peace. ;

“We old soldiers are very much alike
the world over,” said General Robert-
son, “and we are given to delusions.
One of these delusions is we have
made peace. We have not made peace.
Our children have made it.

“We don't want war again. If we
had a war now I'd be fighting my own
children. A Yankee from Indiana
came down in Texas a few years ago
and married my daughter, and they're
living in Indiana. I'd have to fight
against my daughter’s husband if we
had war today.

How War Was Ended.

“We quit fighting because we
thought it was a hopeless job,” said
the general, his eyes flashing for
the first time. “When [ quit, why,
you were kind enough to quit too. 1
tried my very best to get out of the
Union, but you wouldn't let me. Now
that I'm in I want all the privileges
that the country allows. 1 want the
best that’s coming to me.

“I love the Confederate gray. If 1
can get enough nerve to wear it on
July 4 I want to wear it 1 want to
carry the old flag that waved over the
Texas brigade at Chickamaugua.
There's a Jot of men down our way
who want the same privilege. I know
there’s no harm in a blue coat. and
you ought to know there’s no harm in
an old gray jacket.

“If you'’re going to celebrate a vic-
tory, all right, keep away the gray
coats, but if you're going to celebrate
peace, why, we helped to make it.”

The old general, who commanded
a brigade of Confederate -cavalry
throughout the war, started the con-
ference on a heated discussion. Three
or four veterans were on their feet at
once demanding to be heard. General
Louis Wagner, president of the com-
mission, tried to postpone considera-
tion of the question.

Sergeant Adds His Plea.

Sergeant John C. Scarborough of
North Carolina was finally recognized.
Tall, six feet three, with gray beard
hanging midway to his waist, he en-
tered the discussion with a plea as
‘dramatic as was General Robertson's.

“I'm a conservative reconstruction
ist,” the tall sergeant began. *I'm go-

ing to Gettysburg if I'm alive in July
without my uniform. I'll tell you why.
On my way home from Appomattox I
passed through Raleigh. There some
Federal soldiers seized me and cut all
the buttons off my gray coat.

“lT put the coat away, or, rather
what was left of it. For years on cer-
tain becasions I took it out and looked
at it. It brought back memories.”

Pearson’s Platform

TO THE ELECTORS OF THE CITY
OF ABERDEEN, GREETING:

I, the undersigned, have filed with
the city clerk my candidacy for the
nomination of mayor of the city of
Aberdeen, subject to your approval at
the city primaries, to be held March
10, 1913, and I herewith present you
my platform.

I believe in the enforcement of the
ordinances of the city and the laws
of the state applicable to good city
government. A laxity in the en-
forcement of law leads to contempt of
law, which breeds anarchy, which
means chaos and the destruction of
the government, I do not pose as a
scrapper, but if any person or per-
sons, individually or collectively,
violate the law, be they high or low,
rich or poor; if I am mayor I will be
there with the goods and enforce the
law.

Saloons are legalized by law; if
they obey it, they have the same right
to protection as any other lawful
business. The social evil is proihb-
ited by law, but it has existed in de-
flance of law so long that the mem-
ory of man runneth not to the con-
tary and I believe it always will ex-
ist until the dawn of the millenium.
I believe the best way to cope with
the evil is to place these unfortunates
in a restricted district, under strict
surveillance, instead of scattering
them all over the city.

Aberdeen Water Plant

Twice in the past, efforts have been
made by private parties to purchase
the city water plant, but strenuous
objections by the people prevented
its sale. Now new schemes are pro-
posed. One is that if the city has not
the money to put in a permanent
water system, private parties or a cor-
poration will do it and furnish water
at the city limits, which water the city
shall take at a price. That scheme
will not bear analysis. This is one of
the main issues in this election. I
am unalterably opposed to the city sell-
ing its water system or allowing any
private person, company or corpora-
tion the right to furnish the city with
water. I am in favor of Aberdeen,
Hoquiam, Cosmopolis and Montesano
uniting and building a permanent wat-
er system from the big canyon of the
Wynooche river that will supply all

of them with pure water, which system
will make it possible to establish a
line of factories on both sides of the
Chehalis river, from Montesano down
west of Hoquiam and Cosmopolis, thus
preparing the way for a great city.
“Lengthen your cords and establish
your stakes.”

City Government

Upon the mayor and council rest
the responsibility of governing the city
as prescribed by law and ordinances.
The appointive officers of the city are
helpers; therefore, I believe the mayor
and council should consult together
and use great care in the selection
and appointment of city officers, ex-
acting efficiency, honor and integrity,
and if an appointee fails to make good
he should be removed at once. I am
in favor of an honest price paid for
city labor and honest work given in
return. I am opposed to shirks and
dead heads on the city payroll. I am
in favor of an economical administra-
tion but not to such an extent as to
retard the,city’s growth. I am in fa-
vor of free bridges; toll bridges are
out of date in a growing city like
ours. If the people want a business
administration they should elect busi-
ness councilmen; for the city counetdl,
under the law, is the business head of
the city government and the mayor
is the executive head. Both should
work together, keeping their ears open
to the voice of the people, thereby
letting the people rule.
