PARCEL POST
SUGGESTIONS

Shippers by Mail in Holiday
Season May Save Trouble

by Considering Them

Users of the parcel post are rrl-
vised 10 heed the following insiruc
tions to insure the speedy and safe
delivery of the parcels:

Photographs, printed hooks and
other printed matter are not mailable
by parcel post, but are third class
mail ?1 cent for each two ounces or
fraction, unsealed.

Christmas gifts should be mailed
so as to reach their destination at
least three days before Christmas.

Parcels must not bear "stickers"
other than post-age stamps on the ad-
dress side, such parcels being un-
mallable.

Addresses should be complete and
plainly written in ink.

Umbrellas, canes, golf sticks, fish-
ing rods and similar articles should
be fastened between boards slightly
longer and wider than the articles
enclosed.

Hats in pasteboard boxes should be
crated with wood unless packed in
double corrugated pasteboard boxes.

Cut flowers should be placed in
boxes of wood, tin or heavy corrugat-

ed pasteboard.
Candies in thin pasteboard boxes

should be included in outer boxes of
wood, tin or currugated pasteboard.

Drawings or paintings when not
flat should be rolled around a stout

wooden stick and then carefully-
wrapped or included in a pasteboard
tube.

Sharp instruments or other articles
with sharp corners or edges should
have the points or edges well pro-

tected, so as to prevent damage to

other mail matter or injury to em-
ployes.

Articles of glass, crockery, Christ-
mas toys easily breakable, glass fram-

ed pictures, etc., should be carefully
packed in boxes of metal. wood
leather or corrugated pasteboard,
with sufficient excelsior, raw cotton
or similar matter - o prevent the con-
tents from coming in contact witn
any portion of the box. Such parcels
should be marked "fragile."
