WHY MEXICO FAILS IN

THE MARCH OF PROGRESS

Reasons For the Native Lack of Ef-

ficiency In Manual Labor.

A. W. Warwick has some pertinent

things to say about our Mexican neigh-

bors in the Forum.
"In Mexico only the meek and lowly

and Ignorant actually soli themselves

with manual labor," he writes. "There

is no future in such occupations, and

consequently the Mexican worker is
without ambition and his efficiency is

low indeed.
"As against these facts the expansion

of commercial Mexico In the decade
1901-1910 would appear to be anoma-
lous and contradictory. Such progress
as was made was entirely due to

foreigners and foreign capital. Yet
even in 1910 the limits of expansion

hud been reached owing to labor short-
age.

"Japanese and Chinese Immigration

was encouraged to make good the de-
ficiency. It was a question either of
obtaining an increased efficiency of
Mexican labor or an importation of
manual workers. Yet. owing probably
to the demand for labor, the efficiency

of Mexicans, instead of increasing,
actually became less.

"At about that time an example of
this fact came under my own obsewa-
tlon. There were three large mining

ventures started up nearly simultane-
ously within a radius of thirty miles.

"One of the managers conceived the
idea that by providing the workmen
with Improved houses and paying high-

er wages be would attract the best and
most thrifty workmen, thereby doing

more work with the same or perhaps
a less number of men.

"The contrary was the case. Instead
of having 400 men nominally on the
payroll he had between 800 and 000,
and yet he had actually less men work-
ing every day.

"Under the old scale of wages the
men worked oo an average about four
days a week, under the new scale less
than three days. The laborers. In fact,
worked long enough to earn the beans
and corn upon which they mainly sub-
sisted, and the rest of the time was
spent in drinking and gambling.

"The other two mines lost large num-
bers of men who departed for the 'hap-

py camp' In which they need work
only three days a week."

WIZARD EDISON
PAINTS FDTURE

Galls His Work Small Gemparad

"POSSIBILITIES BOUNDLESS"
"I Don't Know Muoh About Eleotrieityj

Nobody Does," He B«ye?Present
Ambitions Centered Upon Generating
Vital Current Direct From Coal?Big
Reaulta Srom Btorage Battery.

Thomas A. Edison, who In 1878 sent
\u25a0 current of electricity through a vacu-
um and thus proved that light was a
form of energy, stood under a myriad
of tbe latest Improvements of bis first
commercial light and told experts of
tbe electrical world In Philadelphia of
tbe big things that are yet to be ac-
complished by tbe harnessed lightning.

"Seventy-five per cent of the electri-
cal problems are atlll to be worked
out," be sold. "For tbe next genera-
tion of Edlsons there are millions of
things. For this Edison 1 should like
to be able to generate electricity from
coal without first changing It Into
steam. But It will take too long to
perfect, and 1 am getting old.

"Electricity will come on all railroads
?that Is. where traffic is congested. I
remember when I told Frank Thomp-
son thirty-two years ago, when he was
a vice president of the Pennsylvania
railroad, that this would be true and he
laughed at ine?yes, laughed at me?
and some of the reports about my work
at that time by the railroad men who
are today using electricity were the
worst reports about anything that I
have ever rend.

"I have been working upon my new
storage battery for over five years now
and believe it has reached the point
where the dreuui of my life to see ev-
erything in the cities electrified can be
reulized. Four years ago I guaranteed
about a million dollars' worth of these
batteries to run for four years. Fully
400,000 of these have stood that test,

and I am ready to Increase the guar-
antee."

Elaborating upon the process of gen-
erating electricity from coal, Mr. Edi-
son is quoted in the New York Times
as follows:

"It will require ten or fifteen years'
more work, it has taken nearly m hun-
dred years to reach the point we have
now attained."

The new method, it was explained,
would ultimately eliminate boiler, en-
gine and dynamo In the transforma-
tion of the beat produced by the burn-
ing of coal into electrical power. By

the present process of making electric-
ity, in which these three middle proc-
esses mu3t be used, approximately 30
per cent of the original power Is lost
through the boiler, 70 per cent of this
is lost through the engine, and only 90
per cent of the engine power Is finally
converted into kilowatts. More than
four-fifths of the original power is lost
through the Intricate process, and
whereas one pound of good coal should
produce four kilowatts for an hour, or
five and a half horsepower, only three-
fourths of a kilowatt hour Is derived
from it

Electrically Propelled Ocean Liners.
When asked if it was possible to e»

ttmate the percentage of power which
would be saved Mr. Edison said that
that could not be done at present
When the new process has been pre-
fected to the extent that more than 20
per cent of the coal power can be made
use of It will be equal to the present
process, and the equipment required
for generating electricity will be In-
significant compared to the present
equipment

"The possibilities are boundless," he
said. "I can't anticipate them. 1 don't
know much about electricity?nobody'
does. We know only one millionth of
all there is to be known about it"

A few of those who have made a
close study of the subject say that
when the new process has been de-
veloped to a sufficient degree It will be
possible to propel ocean liners by elec-
tricity, thereby saving the present
great waste of power necessary where
boilers and engines are used and mak-
ing it possible for liners to travel with
a much smaller tonnage of coal.

Speaking of flying machines, Mr. Ed-
ison sa Id:

"The secret of flying is the bee. The
body of the bee weighs seven thousand
times as much as the wings which
propel It When we can do this then
we will be doing something. The se-
cret of the nlr Is that it is as rigid as
steel for spued."

FORESEES EUROPE AN ISLAND.
German Geologist Predicts Great

A curious prophecy as to the even
tual fate of Europe Is made by a well
known geologist. Ilerr Golsche. in one
of the Berlin scientific reviews. He
points out that since a certain period
great crevasses have been produced on
the continent nno that thus Iceland
and Greenland were separated from
Scandinavia and a channel formed be-
tween England nnd the rest of Europe

The tendency to the formation of |
crevasses, he adds, still exists, and the j
day niny be foreseen when the sea will j
penetrate Into the Ural regions und
there spread from Lake Aral north
ward across the Kirghiz steppes to the
mouth of the Obi river nnd the Arctic,
thus making Europe an Island.

Lady Grace Mackenzie Is on ber way
to East Africa, where she is going on
a big game bunting expedition at Nai-
robi. A hundred or so native carriers
and bearers will join this modern D<-
ana. and with Ave white people the
expedition will penetrate into the Inte-
rior Lady Mackenzie will take with
ber a doctor, a secretary and two white
hunters. There will be a phonograph
and dictaphone equipment to secure
permanent records of jungle life. The
trip will occupy nine months, and Lady
Mackenzie expects to visit district*
never previously seen by * white wo-
man.
