Creamery Industry.

The creamery industry of the coun
try has developed to such an extent
that in most dairy sections competi-
tion has become so keen that creamery
operators, in order to be successful,
must use every means within their
power to keep their operating expenses
at a minimum and also market their
products to the best possible advan-
tage. Opportunities for increasing the
revenues of creameries are sometimes
overlooked and wasteful practices are
often permitted. However, reports to
the department of agriculture show an
improved condition in the creameries.

The department recommends that
the products of the creamery be util-
1zed to better advantage., If creamery
managers will do this and also under-
take some =side lines that will use
spare power and Iabor, the creameries
will be placed on a better paying ba-
8is by reducing the operating expenses.
The sale of sweet cream and the man-
ufacture of ice c¢renm are among the
suggestions offered by the department
to increase the output of dairies.

It is stated that in some sections of
the country the sanle of sweet cream
has proved satisfactory and protitable.
It not only has enabled creameries to
market their cream most economical-
ly, but has been a means of improv-
ing the quality of the product general
ly. The method usually employed by
creameries in selling sweet cream s
to grade the milk or cream in the re-
ceiving room. If the whole milk is re-
ceived it 18 at once run through a sep
arator and the cream secured, having
a definite amount of fat. If farm sep-
arated cream is received and it does
not contain the required amount of
fat, it is reseparated in order to bring
it to the standard required.

Cans used for shipping sweet cream
must be perfectly clean if a fine quall
ty of cream is to be furnished. The
cans shou!d be washed and steamed
immediately after the cream has been
removed from them and before any
portion is allowed to dry or harden on
the can or become decomposed. After
the cans have reached the creamery
they should be rinsed and sterilized
with live steam, then drained and cool-
ed before again used. If care is exer-
cised In grading. pasteurizing snd
cooling the cream it may be shipped
for considerable distances and with
reasonable care remain in good condi
tion for a week or more.

A great many creameries have suc-
cessfully undertaken the manufacture
of ice cream as a side line. The enor-
mous increase in the consumption of
lce cream, together with the fact tha
it is now generally on sale in the small
towns hs well as in the large ones, has
opened new flelds for its manufacture.

All Around
The Farm

MONEY IN ANGORAS.

Mohair Producing Goat Can Be Profit-
ably Raised on American Farms.

[Prepared by Umited States department of
agriculture.]

The Angora goat, although it needs
attention, could be raised on any
American farm, states an expert of the
department of agriculture. In Monta-
na the flocks face the heavy snowfalls
with equanimity as long as a dry place
is provided for them at night, and.
though the heat in the southwest fre-
quently makes it necessary to shear
twice a year in order to prevent shed-
ding, it does not otherwise prevent the
health of the flocks. High land is the
native home of all goats, and pure wa-
ter is also essential in connection with
their production. ;

Although nearly every state in the
Union now possesses its flocks, the
southwest and the northwest are es-
pecially well adapted to the industry,
in particular the large areas recently
logged off in the northwest. There
the Angora mnot only’ thrives itself,
but helps to clear away the brush.
Thus it is often said that the Angora
works and pays for its board at the
same time.

It is paying more and more, for the
value of the fleece, or mohalr, is in-
creasing steadily. The price, of course,
varies with the quhlity, the very best
fleeces bringing on an average from
42 to 55 cents a pound. The weight of
a fleece has a very wide range, but in
1909 the average for Oregon was found
to be 3.7 pounds and for Texas 1.85.
On account of the greater heat, how-
ever, and the damage of shedding An-
goras in the southwest are frequently
shorn twice a year, a fact which must
be taken into consideration in all cal-
culations.

Six inches is the shortest length of
fleece usually desired, and because of
shearing twice a year much Texas and
New Mexico mohair falls below this
standard. Where the fleece is allowed
to grow for twelve months the average
length is ten inches, and in the best
flocks it is not unusual to get fifteen
to twenty inches. Romeo, the sweep-

stakes buck at the E! Paso show in
1910, is an example of what is possible.
His fleece weighed eighteen pounds,
measured twenty and three-quarter
inches in length and sold for $115.
Such fleece is not, of course, the prod-
uct of ordinary commercial conditicns.
It implies a considerable amount of
care and personal attention,

The birth rate of Angorax is approx-
imately G5 per cent, bui in well man-
aged flocks this has risen on occasions
as high as 120 per cent. Since the Kids
are not hardy it is obvious that this
means skill and industry during the
breeding season; otherwise the man
agement of Angoras does not differ
greatly from that of sheep.

They will feed with cattle and sheep,
and, though in some danger of being
kicked, with horses alsv. As a matter
of fact. however, the goat prefers a.
certain amount of rough pasture and
is particularly happy when clearing up
brush land. On very rough land the
danger of injury to the fleece must,
however, be kept in mind.

A Memorable Wreck.

The most memorable wreck in the
history of the American surf was that
of the bark Mexico, stranded on
Hempstend beach, Long Island, early
in the morning of Jan. 3, 1837. S8he
carried 104 passengers and a crew of
twelve men. Four passengers apd four
of the crew were saved by a sudfboat
from the beach under the command of
Raynor Rock Smith. All others were
frozen to death. though the wreck was
80 close to the® shore that their cries
and even some of their words were
plainly heard on the beach. It was
the story of this wreck, as published
throughout the nation, that led to the
establishment of the United States
life saving service.
