CHEHAUS HOLDS RECORD

Construction of a salmon hatchery,

work upon which will be started next
week on the Chehalis river, near Sat-

sop, is commented upon by State Fish

Commissioner Louis H. Darwin, in a
statement issued in Seattle by him,
Wednesday. The Chehalis river hatch-
ery and oiie. being added to the Sa-
mish state salmon hatchery are de-
scribed by Darwin as surpassing any-
thing heretofore attempted by the
state. The statement continues:

"Each of these hatcheries will have
a capacity of about 20,000,000 eggs,
which is more than double the ca-
