BOYS OF BABYLON
LIKED LICORICE
Moat of the black licorice comes

from Spain, where It Is made from
the juice of the plant and mixed
with starch to pre\ent It from melt-
ing In hot weather. The licorice
plant la a shrub about three feet
high, and grows wild where its
roots <an reach Ihe water. It
grows largely on the hanks of the
Tigris and Euphrates rivers.

As the valley of the Euphrates
contained one of the earliest civil-
isations In the world. It is probable
that licorice la sbout the oldest con-
fei Hon In the world, and that the
taste which boys and girls like so
well today was enjoyed by the boys
and girls of Babylon and Nineveh
3,000 years ago.

BUTTONHOLES
Have you noticed that In nearly

all the ready-to-wear shirtwaists
and lingerie blouses the button-
holes are cut parallel with the open-
ing? If there Is the sllKbtest strain
on them, when the blouse |h worn,
they will either come unfastened or
will Rape open in a most discourag-
ing way.

The remedy Is to match the
Roods and cut away the strip of

material having the buttonholes In
It and stitch on a new piece in
which the buttonholes may be
worked horizontally, as should al-
ways bo done on every blouse to be
worn buttoned In the back.
