Section 4 The city council ahall
have power In the year nineteen hun-
dred and eighteen, and In every
fourth vear thereafter, to redlstrlct
the <ltv Into districts In any re
districting the districts Shall be
made a* nearly equal In population
and as geographically compact as
po«sibie nor shall any ordinance for
redisricting the city take effect
within sixtv days preceding any
election held In the city t»r muni-
cipal, county, district or stete of-
ficers

Section 5 Whenever any new ter
titory Is added to the city the same

shall he attached to and be a part
of the district edlolnlng thereto; and
If such territory ahall adhdn more
than one dtstrlct It shall he sdded
to end be made a part of the dla
trlct adjvlnlng thereto which ehall
have cast the small eel vote at the
regular municipal election last pre
ceding auch annexation: provided,
that If the city council shell deem
the population of such territory to
he sufficiently large to constitute
a separate district It may by ordi-
nance declare such territory a dis-
tinct district snd t*e same shs!l re-

main a distinct district until the
cltv is redlstrlcted
