There I* nothing
here to replace them.
Hundred* of fever patient* are

dying dally from a lack of thermom-
eter! to tarertaln the seriousness
of their condition. There la a cry-
ing need for gauze for the wounded,
for clean clothing for the typhus
vtctlma. for beda. for mattresses. for
blanketa. for all aorta of medical
supplies and surgical Instrument*
for the simplest thing* that will
give the heroic little band of physi-
cians and Hod Cross nurses an even
chance In the fight against death.
