SOLDIERSUSE
THEIR FISTS
IN STRUGGLE

PARIS, June ?.?How French
troops crawled thru cellars and
trenches choked with dead, fought

with band grenades, bayonets,
knives and ?\u25bcen their flats In tak-
ing tho now famous Sugar Mill at

Souchei from the Oertusns, was

told today In an "eyo-wl!nees"
statement made public by the war
offloe. At the conclusion of the
fight about the refinery, the French
buried 3,040 German*.

Thre* thoaaand others vera tak-
en prisoner*. The Preach looses
were declared to be no mora than a
fourth that of th« Qermaua.

The outskirts of the sugar fan-
tjry -*er« first reached by the
French by crswhnji thro German
tranches whloh hau been wrecked
ty anlllery.

1 he Ircneh directed their attack
upon tl.e mill Itaelt, alternately
crawling thru cellar* filled with
dead or dashing across open epac«a
toward the German atronghoM.

From the mica of the mill the
Otrmana poured forth a steady ma-
chine gun fire upon the attacking

force. For three hours the fight
raged, wtth the French nalng hand
gr. naJes and stabt-tcg and hacking
t.ielr *ay with bayonets Into the
mill.

The Germane finally withdrew,
bat again attacked. rharglng In the
moonlight. The /ones locked In a
hsnd-.ivhand struggle.

Only knlvee or flata could be
uitd, no closely were the content-
lag troope locked.

The overwhelming numbers of
the Carman* forced she French to
withdraw during the night, bat at
dsvbreak artillery opened up on the
mill, and the Oermana were In
tarn driven out for * second time.

COMPENSATION
LAW INCLUDES

T. 8., SAYS JUDGE
Judge Tallrnan, handing down a

decision against the state Indus-
trial Insurance commission Satur-
day, held that the law Is to pro-
tect all the people and not the 40
per cent who are not horn with
tuberculoals-lnfectcd bodies.

The commission was ordered to
pay 11,600 to A. it. Van Htyke. for
raerly employed by the Kent I/O*
glng Co., whose left 1»k was ampu-
tated after tuberculosis had In-
farted a wound received while Van
Slyke was at work.

The commission ha/1 already
paid Van fllyke $40 for the time
he loat immediately after the In
Jury. Later tuborculoala set In
and Van Blyke applied for remuner-
ation (or the loss of the limb. Me
waa rafuaed, the commission hold-
ing tuberculosis did not come un-
der the compensation act.

Kotir women *m» arrested Fri-
day night In a mid on the La Salle
hotel, 1019 Ptke it., on warrants
Issued by Prosecuting Attorney Lun-
din, and charges of selllnK liquor
without license were placed against

The
others, Kiel, 22; Resale Nel-
son, 28, and Ilattle Peterson, 31,
are charged with vagrancy.
