When conditions are
such that w« can all get the full
product of our labor?then we can
have normal people; then every one
will have to do something useful for
a living. We won't any of us have
to overdo our atrength, and these
who now do nothing will have to
work enough to make them normal
or temperate In habits.

As It Is. some Indulge In drink
because they are physically exhaust-
ed. Some are Intemperate because
they don't work enough to make
them normal. Poverty breeds un-
desirables; excess wealth breeds un-
desirables; while if we were all put
on an equal basis and given an equal
chance under a sane system, instead
Df a system founded on rent. Interest
and profit, there would soon be no
use for Jails, asylums and reforma
lories, and this would solve the
problem of prostitution, that so
many investigations have failed to
solve, for normal people, under nor-
rial conditions, live normal lives.
