—No person is permitted to have In his or her possession, in any house,
bullding, vehicle or Bomt, Intoxlcating nqm of oge-halt
of liquor of any sort, or more than 12 quirts of bheer

All Hquor In excess of such amount must be shipped out of the state
by January 10, or else It will bhe confiseated, together with the liquor
fixtures. Fallure to ship such liquor out of the state will be considered
prima facie evidence of intention to viclate the law.

It is unlawful to manufacture, sell, exchange, or GIVE AWAY any In
toxicating liquor. One exception to this is “1t shall not be uniawful to
give away Intoxicating Hquor to a guest in a private dwelling or apart
