PLANS BELT LINE

Marking the first step In the de
velopment of the port of Seattle on
a much more comprehenalve scsle
than heretofore, plana for extend
Ing the i»ort a Industrial belt line
railway wore considered by the
port commissioner* Wednesday aft
ernoon

The plsns Include a new bell
line around l.ake I'nlon and
Salmon bay. with possibly a freight
and passenger terminal at the
south end of Ijtke I'nlon. and a
freight wharf at the north end of
the Stoneway bridge, on l.ake t'u
lon.

A public hearing will be held on
the plans, al i p m . Nov. 3, In the
port commission offices, on the
Itell st. pier

Hold Conference Monday
The proposal to purchase thoae

railway line* alresdy built In part

of (he district which It Is proposed
to cover by the port, will be dis-
cussed In a conference between
the commissioners and railway of
firlal*. next Monday

The port commission's plan,
when worked out, will dispense
with much of the trackage that

now separate* Seattle's water front
from the downtown section, and
will result In attracting much ad-
dltlonal commerce to thla harbor
by reaaoti of lower charge* for
handling over the port dorks.

?There are undoubtedly prostl

tutes In tills cltv. although I per-

sonally don't know where they arc.
Kvery attempt to open a house

of prostitution has been prosecuted

department receives in an entire
year.

We shall continue to furnish him
with this evidence at all times As
to Individual cases of women,
who may or may not he what you
term criminals, they are kept off

the streets, and unless they are
attending to their own business
strictly, they are not knowingly al
lowed to plv their vocation (hut I
assure you that the police depart-
ment will not be re Kussianiiied to
the |ioint where the home of any

person Is subject to the whim of
policemen, individually or collec-
tively. while I remain In office>

If your club thinks I am wrong.
It Is now an auspicious time to
bring out some one who agrees
with you, nnd ascertain whether
the public approve# of your opinion
or mine It appears to me highly

Inconsistent to urge the malnte
nance of the protective division of
the police department, occupying
the entire attention of some I t
members of the department, devot-
ing their entire time helping wont
en and children, and at the same
tiin - demand a law enforcement
policy which would render the

whole department, titleless.
In conclusion, I suggest thai

your club appoint a roinrntltee |o

investigate what the police depart

incut of this city Is actually doing,
as shown by the records of that de-
partment, the police court, and the
various superior and Justice courts
of King county

Von will find that practically all

Of the evidence on which nil cou
vb twins are obtained is furnished
by the police department, notwlth
standing the rail that during the
first six months of his term of of
flee, Mr. I.undln had from the
county and expended, for the em-
ployment of special detectives, etc ,

This money being strictly secret
csrvlce money.

We have one police Judge who
tries on nn average of 60 eases a
day.

We have one city attorney to try

all of these onsen. The prosecuting
attorney has a very large number

of deputies, he has access to five

Justice of the peace and nine su-
perior court Judges, wiih the power

to file information against whom
and when he pleases.

I don't want thin considered as a
criticism of Mr. I,undln's work,

which has been as effective and
conscientious as that of any prede-
cessor ha ever had.

In conclusion, and in order that
your club may have something sub-

stantial to tblnk at)out. If your po-
nit lon Is correct, what does Mr,

l,utidin do now, and, vastly more
Important, what Is Ik* going to do
after January Ist in those parts of
the county, outside of the clt> lim-
it*. where ho has no police force

with which to "co-operate"? Very
respectfully yours.
