The Municipal league's harbor
development committee, at whose
behest the "soft |iedal" commit
ten wns recently formed, submitted
Its report to the leugue at Its meet-
ing. Tuesday afternoon, st the
Washington Annei, The report
went over a week

teea, IniorsltiK the |>ort com mm
dlon mnl Iho bolt line,

Tho Municipal laague report,
after reviewing tho situation,
and ontarlng a ploa In behalf
of the railroada. aaya that "the
PROBABILITY that the above
probleme will be solved by the
railway companies removes all
urgent or pressing nssd of the
public et this time expending
money to eld In the betterment
of the esrvlcs to tho docks, as
ths monsy to bs expended by
the port commission could not,
for ssvsral ysars at least, do
very much more than that
which the rsllway companlss
thsmsslvss propose to accom-
plish."
The report argues against trans

for of the nei-essary 1200,000 with
which to litilld the belt line, on the
ground that It will r»mn»» all
money to be used for emergency
In the construction of any addl
tlona which might be necosiary to
the iMirt propertlea, etc.

Commenting on this. Chief En
glneer West of tho port commie
alon said Tuesday:

After having provided tboroly
for the completion of all facilities
now under way, we hare set aeldn

I2&.000 for emergencies at the Hell
st dock, and similar reserves else
where Tho 1200.000 which we

propose to transfer for the belt
line Is a surplus."

I»enlal that the Municipal league
Is In any way concerned In any
' soft pedal ' work against the belt
line I* voiced In a communication
to The Btar Toeeday from C. O
Morrison, eiecutlve secreiatry of
the league.

Morrison declares the league'a
harbor development committee In
trrvlewed all parties Interested and
Investigated every phaae of the alt
nation, later calling Into conference
represent.lUves of other elvlc
bo«dl»s.

'The Municipal league commit
tee has conscientiously endeavored
to solve thte problem In the Inter
ests of the '(irester Seattle.'" he
sdds, "and all that the committee
w|»he« tq accomplish la to give the
public the Information that It has
be< n able to secure on this very
Importsnt subject. In the belief that
the public will Hpprectate t'ie work
of the committee of an organization
which approaches all public mat-
ters without preconceived opinions.
