He asked for another trial
with the Cube and wag turned
down lln wrote to every other
club In the National and American
league*?ls of them?asking for
a chance Me got one reply. It
waa from Puck Hertog, manager
of the Cincinnati Red*.

Herrog waa willing to tackle
the Jofc of molding the big
failure Into a aucceaa.
