Fol-
lowing Is s manifesto Issued by
Provisional President Car rant a to

Into Mexico after Villa

"Itecswse of the assault which
Francisco Villa and the bandits
who accompany him, made on the

town of Columbus, In American ter
rltory, burning houses and killing
Hiimn of the Inhabitants, soldiers, ss
well as civilians, the International
-Itnation In these momenta Is very
delicate, na the North American
press hss (netted the people against
Mexico, mid the government of that
country has dlseimsed the situation
In the American congress, mem
tiers of which advised Interven

i tlon.
Try to Maintain Dignity

"The constitutional government,

which I have the honor to repre-
sent, Is also occupied diligently In
an effort to solve this delicate sit
nation, trvlng at all costs to main
tain the dignity and sovereignty of
Mexico, and we yet hope that this
lamentable Incident may be decor

be no reaaon for an International

will fall th* Inssorable Justice
of th* American people.
