Conscription Question Teats
Country Asunder and
Many Rumor* Are Rife

ASQUITH IS HOPEFUL
I<o NtlON, April it. Predicting

national disaster unless the Prltlsh
cabinet oomca to an agreement on
the conscription Issue, Premier
Herbert Asqulth today proposed ail
(imminent of the house of commons
until Tuesday He said he hoped
to effect an agreement with regard

to conscription In a few days.

Aaquith Informed the house of

commons that several points of dis-
agreement In the cabinet had not

been cleared up b]r tha series of
conferences Just anded If they are

not settled, tha result will ba a

breaking up of the ministry, he ad-
mitted.

"The cabinet." said Asqulth. "la
united In the belief that this would
t># a national dl*u>ter I am hoping
that wise counsel will yet prevail.'

Sensational rumors had It that
David l.loyd Oeorge minister of
uiunltlous, other ministers and
Karl Kitchener, as well as other
military heads, bad threatened to
resign unless Asqulth yielded to
their demand for Immediate gen-
eral conscription These reports
were discredited by rumors that
the opposing factions had compro
mlsed during the night

The capture of TretiUond by the
Russians and report* that tha t'nlt
ed States *n about to break with
Herman? were used as arguments
against any course that might
threaten (treat Hrltaln's position In
the ayes of the world Tha allied
economic conference, which opens
In Parts tomorrow, also was cited
In an effort to avert the threatened
breaking up of the ministry

$24,000,000 DAM SYSTEM

DAYTON",O., April 19. -Construc-
tion work »a» under way today on
the great engineering project for
flood prevention In the Miami valley

millions of dollar*' damage and
claimed several hundred lives.

Five mammoth detention basins,
