The Nonpartisan league had 40.
IH>O North Dakota farmers in Its
fold within a yetr and a half In
the June primaries they nominated
every candidate they indorsed

They chose for governor l.ynn J
Frailer, a farmer who had never
been a candidate for any office and

who at th« time of the convention
waa hard at work on his land

A careful poll of the state shows
the farmers' candidates far In the
lead The old guard Is putting Is
Us dying efforts to save the state
supreme court.

Fitzgerald proposes that the oH
debt he cr :i.sMor'(l "uncollectible"
and cancelled. Me also asked the
council to strike off a charge of
$70,000. and $-1,000 interest for
money loaned by the department to
the city to purchase the ftreboat
Snoqualmie In 1890. These debts
are offset, he said, by concessions
made to the department by the city,
and should not be carried as assets
