Fortunately, I saved my money
and am now living respectably, and
hope I can always continue to do
so. But befcre being reduced to
such a state of subjugation by our
lovirg. Christian ladies of leisure,
I will choose anything in prefer-
ence?yes, even the river.

When mothers are allowed to
limit the lumber of children they
can afford to educate and rear
properly, and women atop mistreat
Ing working girls, then will "wom-
en of the underworld" ba an un-
heard-of thing, because all girls
are good If they have a chance My
imotber had 12 children and wsan't
capable of taking care of one.
