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Restricted Credit

These' are parlous times for the
“Slow - payer.” Manufacturers,
wholesalers and business men in
general are classifying their cus-
tomers and the credit of those
who are listed under “Slow-pay”
is liable to be somewhat cur-
tailed. This decision, on the part
of business men, is strictly in ac-
cordance with existing conditions.

Credit is too big a factor in the
business world to be altogether elim-
inated, but its restriction is inevit-
able. Indeed, it can only be extended [
to those engaged, directly or indi-
rectly, in essential war work.
