the building has failed to ? keep up

the demands of those who are forced
to live in Inferior living quarters, be-
cause they can find nothing batter.
Seattle has grown too large for Its
clothes, which explains why Seattle
realtors, striving to meet the con
atantly increasing demand for houses
to rent or houses to buy, have elab-
orated on the "Own Your llome" slo-
gan, with the advice to "build a

I home" or to "buv a lot and build a'borne."
P«he shortage of houses, the rapid-
ly with which houses built for sale

are snapped up, often before the
foundations are completed, the new
level of rents which make home-
ownership profitable, are all combin-
ing to make the homeaeeker realize
that he Is confronted with a personal
problem and that he must depend
largely upon his own efforts to place
a permanent roof over his head.

Conditions existing today demon-
strate that the professional builder
and the business men who have im-
proved property long vacant during

the past year, are not supplying the
demand, and that many individuals
must build their own homes before
any relief can be secured in the hous-
ing situation in Seattle.

Consequently, much of the effort
of realtors today Is to Induce the In-
dividual who is dissatisfied with his
living quarters or the rent he is
paying, to buy a lot and build a
house, to help himself and at the

same time to help Seattle grow.

the end of a year's employment.

day In the federal court room here.

SHORT URGES
ORGANIZATION

Labor Leader Asserts It
Won World War

The world war would never have
been fought If the principle of or-
ganisation had been recognised
earlier, William M. Short, president
of the State Federation of Labor,
declared before the luncheon of the
members' council of the Chamber of
Commerce in the Masonic club rooms
Kridajf.

"Democracy can never succeed
without organisation," Short de-
clared. "Nothing can succeed with-
out it. The war would never have
been won without it. Kveryoije
must organise, fanners, wage work-
ers. business men, all must organise.

"The great mass of the people are
honest and reliable. There are men

who are never reasonable on both

sidjs. Nothing develop* reasonable-
ness s*> much as sitting down about
a common table for the. purpose of
reaching a fair conclusion When-
ever employer and employe stand
aloof, their Imaginations run wild
and they conjecture all sorts of
things."

Industry must be regulated, and
everyone must t>e educated, Short
asserted Violations of the law by
powerful indl\ldual* are responsible
for a large measure of the present

Industrial unrest, he contended.

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STANDARD OIL
ON EXCHANGE

Plans Development of Fields
in Foreign Countries

NEW YORK. July 26. -For the
first time In history the Standard
Oil company of New Jersey will
place lis stock on the New York
Stork Exchange, It was announced
here, following publication of an an-
nouncement last night to the effect
that ftHO,OOO,OOO of cumulative pre-
ferred stock will be Issued In a re
financing project.

Bach holder of common stock will
l»e allowed to purchase one share of
the new stock for each share of old
stock he holds. It will be offered at
par to conform with the stock rec-
ord an of August 15.

Listing of the new stock on the
exchange mean.4 that balance sheeta
will have to be offered for the pub-

lic gaze, according to rules of the
exchange. This is also a new de-
parture. The corporation never has
published a balance sheet.

The money derived from selling the
preferred stock, It Is understood, will
be used to carry out plans for de-
velopment In foreign countries.
Theae plana, made during the war,

it Is understood, also will carry an
offer to do business on Uie basis of
60 or 00 day credits. Former rules
of the company provided for pay-
ments in SO days. Extension of
greater credit. It was stated, will do
much toward stabilizing foreign busi-
ness.

Development of Rumanian fields
alao probably will be undertaken to
a great extent. The company has
large holding* there.

The first public report of the com-
pany, given out late yesterday, shows
that In 1912. the year following dis-
solution of the former "trust." net
earnings of the company were 535.-
107.8K7. Last year the total was
$57,21.1,784. Common stock now Is
hardly obtainable at the market
price of nearly $750 a share.
