FARMERS HEAR
SUGAR FACTS

WASHINGTON, Feb. 20.?Evi-
dence Indicative of profiteering in
sugar was to l>e laid today before
reprMwntatlvei of the 4,000 farmers
assembled here to plan a flfht
against rising prices, according to C.
O. Patterson, of Halt 1-ake City,
president of the Beet Growers' ass<>-

elation, who prepared the evidence.
"Farmers receive $l2 for one ton

of sugar beets," said Patterson. "One
ton of beeta produces about SOO
pounds of sugar, which now brings

the retail dealer about $5l. Who
gets the surplus $39?"

After leaving the farmer, the beefs
go to the refiner, who takes a profit
and passes the sugar along to the
wholesaler and the retailer.

"The refiner gets many by- j
products which sell for enough to!
pay the cost of refining ' said Pat-
terson.
